1 am glac tc welccme in our midst teday my colleagues in the
Cabinet. wao frave become members of the authority for the first
time. Their participaticn in our deliberations should be valuable
to the progress and implemcntation of our plans, policies and --
schemes,

It is also hearteninc for me te menticn that the minutes of
our last meeting have been circulated in Larathi as well.

Since we last met, the Bombay Urban Transpert ¢ rcject has
made substantial progress. 4n important item on the Agenca today
concerns this preject and the prospective loan for it from the --
orld Gank., 4s you will notice, the size of the p reject has been
quantified by the recent Appraisal Kission and, subject to the
negotiations bettering our positiens we cculd reckon upen this
amount of credit from tine World Bank for this preject. Certain
acticns have to be completed by the autherities concerned with
the cifferent components of the project and these are being —-
attended to. Cn the bE7LA itself the major responsibility will
fall of co-crdinating the various activities and monitoring the
progress of the project recularly, We weould have to create some
staff for attending to this werk,

e shonld alse tnank the Government of India for liberalising
tie terms of the assistance given by it under the Integrated Scheme
cf {lan Agsistance tc Metropelitan ireas. Although this may be in
keeping with tac recommendations of the last Finance Commission,
our sense of appreciation would be ne less for this retreospective
zelief,

at the last mecting we referred to a Committee of Autherity
a set of proposals relating to lanc usc matters in Greater bombay.
It has completed its werk and we are to discuss its recommendations
at tocay's meeting, {ur ciscussions on these and the action that
we wisit to take on them will have an important bearing on the --
development activities until the next revision of the Greater
vompday Levelopment ¢lan by the Bembay bunicipal Corporation.
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The Authority authorised the Metropoliton Commissioner to
