No. MRD-3313/CR63/UD-7.—The following draft of the Mumbai Monorail (Tickets, Offences
and Penalties) Rules, 2013 which the Government of Maharashtra proposes to make so as to
provide for Tickets, Offences and penalties for matters relating to Monorail in the form of
Tramways, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (e) and (j) of sub-section (1) of section
24 and section 25 of the Tramways Act, 1886 (11 of 1886) in its applications to the State of
Maharashtra and of all other powers enabling it in that behalf, is hereby published as required
by section 26 of the said Act for the information of all persons likely to be affected thereby; and
notice is hereby given that the said draft will be taken into consideration by the Government
of Maharashtra after expiry of one month from the date of publication of this notification in the
Maharashira Government Gazette.

2. Any objection or suggestion, which may be received by the Principal Secretary (U.D-I)
Urban Development Department, Madam Cama Marg, Hutatma Rajguru Chowk, Mantralaya,
Mumbai 400 032, from any person with respect to the said draft before the expiry of the above
mentioned period will be considered by the Government.

DRAFT RULES

1. Short title and commencement.—(1) These rules may be called the Monorail (Tickets,
Offences and Penalties) Rules 2013.

(2) These shall come into force on the date of publication in the Official Gazette.
2. Definitions.—(1) In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires,—

(a) Authorised official means a Monorail employee authorized by the Monorail
administration, to perform duty to work for Monorail.

(b) Monorail means beam guided mass rapid transit system having dedicated right of
way, with rubber-typed wheel coaches, for carriage of passengers, and includes—

(i) All land within the boundary marks indicating the limits appurtenant to the
Monorail;

(ii) All guideway beam structures,sidings, depot etc., worked over for the purposes
of, or in connection with, the Monorail,

(i) All stations, offices, ventilation shafts and ducts, warehouse, workshop, fixed
plants and machineries, sheds, depots and other works constructed for the purpose of,
or in connection with the Monorail.

(¢) Monorail Administration, means an authority designated by the State Government
for the purpose of administration of Monorail including its operation and maintenance;

(d) Passenger means a person travelling on the Monorail with a valid ticket or pass;

3. Particulars of tickets.‘—Any person desirous of travelling on the monorail shall upon
payment of fare, be issued with a ticket by the monorail administration.

(1) The tickets issued under sub rule (1) shall be of two types —
(i) contactless smart card for multiple journeys.
(i1) contactless smart token for singlejourney.

(2) (i) Contactless smart card shall be a stored value card and its value shall be encoded in

the card and it shall be issued in appropriate denominations up to such a limit as may be prescribed

by a Monorail administration

(ii) Upon the value of the contactless smart card getting exhausted on undertaking multiple
journeys, it shall be possible to get it recharged by making additional payment.
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(iii) The maximum value for which the smart card can be recharged shall be such as may be
prescribed by the Monorail administration. '

(iv) Validity period of contactless smart card shall be one year from the date of its issue.

(3) Contactless smart token shall be for a single journey. The value of contactless smart token
shall be as per the fare specified in the fare table published by the Monorail administration from
time to time.

(4) The token shall be captured at the end of journey in the system provided at the exit gate.
Fare paid shall be encoded on the token and its period of validity shall be maximum two hours.

(5) Business Rules regarding tickets shall be as specified by the Monorail administration
from time to time.

4. Exhibition and surrender of ticket—Every passenger shall on demand by any monorail
official presents his ticket for examination and if on being asked to produce such ticket, he refuses
to do so he shall be punishable with fine which may extend to two hundred rupees.

5. Baggage—The baggage permitted on Monorail shall not exceed 60 cm x 45 cm x 25 cm in
size and 15 Kg in weight, containing personal belongings.

6. Drunkenness or nuisance on monorail.—(1) If any person, in any train or upon any part of
the monorail,—

(a) is in state of intoxication; or

(b) commits any nuisance or vandalism or act of indecency, or uses abusive or obscene
language; or

(¢) willfully or without excuse interferes in any way with the comfort of any passenger,

he shall be punishable with fine of two hundred rupees and shall also be liable to forfeiture of
the fare which he may have paid or any pass or ticket which he may have obtained or purchased,
or be removed from such train or part by any monorail official authorized by the monorail
administration in this behalf.

(2) If any monorail official is in a state of intoxication while on duty, where the improper
performance of the duty would like to endanger the safety of any passenger travelling or being
upon the monorail, he shall be punishable with fine of two hundred rupees.

7. Prohibition of demonstrations upon monorail.—(1) No demonstration of any kind
whatsoever shall be held on any part of the monorail or other premises thereof and it shall be
open to the monorail administration to exclude from such premises any person attending such
demonstrations whether or not he is in possession of a pass or ticket entitling him to be in the
said premises.

(2) No person shall paste or put up any poster or write or draw anything or any matter in any
compartment or carriage of the monorail, or any premises thereof and guideway structure, without
any lawful authority and any person found engaged in doing any such act may be removed from
the compartment, carriage or premises by any Monorail official authorised by the monorail
administration in this behalf.

(3) Whoever contravenes any of the provisions of sub-rule (1) or sub-rule (2), and on being
asked by any monorail official to leave any compartment, carriage or premises refuses to do so,
shall be punishable with fine which may extend to Rs. 200.

8. Penalty for travelling on roof, etc., of a train.—If any passenger travels on the roof of a
Monorail or persists in travelling in any part of a train not intended for the use of passengers he
shall be punishable with fine which may extend to two hundred rupees and shall also be liable to

be removed from the train by any monorail official authorised by the monorail administration in
this behalf.

9. Penalty for unlawfully entering or remaining upon monorail or walking on monorail
guideway.—(1) If a person enters into or upon the monorail without any lawful authority or having
entered with lawful authority remains there lawfully but refuses to leave on being requested to
do so by any monorail official, he shall be punishable with fine which may extend to hundred
rupees.
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(2) If any person walks on the guideway of the Monorail without any lawful authority, he
shall be punishable with fine which may extend to two hundred rupees.

10. Endangering the safety of passengers by monorail official. —If any monorail official, when
on duty endangers the safety of any passenger,—

(a) by any rash or negligent act or omission; or

(b) by disobeying any rule, regulation or order which such official was bound by the
terms of his employment to obey, and of which he had notice, he shall be punishable with fine
which may extend to two hundred rupees and shall also be liable for departmental action.

11. Abandoning train, etc., without authority.—If any monorail official, when on duty, is
entrusted with any responsibility connected with the running of a Monorail train, or any other
rolling stock from one station or place to another station or place, and he abandons his duty
before reaching such station or place, without authority or without properly handing over such
train or rolling stock to another Authorised monorail official, he shall be punishable with fine
which may extend to two hundred rupees and shall also be liable for departmental action.

12. Obstructing running of train, etc.—If any person obstructs or causes to be obstructed or
attempts to obstruct any monorail by squatting, picketing or keeping without authority any material
on the monorail or tampering with any signalling installations or by interfering with the working
mechanism thereof, or otherwise, he shall be liable to be removed by any monorail official,
authorised by the monorail administration in this behalf and shall also be punishable with fine
which may extend to two hundred rupees.

13. Obstructing monorail official in his duties.—If any person willfully obstructs or prevents
any monorail official in the discharge of his duties, he shall be punishable with fine which may
extend to two hundred rupees.

14. Needlessly interfering with means of communication in a train.—(1) If any passenger or
any other person without reasonable and sufficient cause, makes use of, or interferes with, any
means provided by the monorail administration in a train for communication between passengers
and monorail official in charge of the train, or

(2) misuses help point of the train, he shall be punishable with fine which may extend to two
hundred rupees.

15. Altering or defacing or counterfeiting pass or ticket.—If any person willfully alters the
security ID of any pass or the ticket or defaces or alters it or acts in any way to cause revenue loss
to the monorail, he shall be punishable with fine which may extend to two hundred rupees.

16. Defacing public notices.—If any person without lawful authority pulls down or willfully
damages any board or documents set up or posted by the order of the monorail administration on
the monorail structure, or any rolling stock, or obliterates or alters any letters or figures upon
any such board or document or upon any rolling stock, he shall be punishable with fine up to two
hundred rupees.

17. Any sale of articles on monorail.—If any person not authorised by monorail administration
for such purpose, sells or exposes for sale, any article whatsoever in any monorail carriage or
upon any part of the monorail premises he shall be punishable with fine which may extend to two
hundred rupees and shall be liable to be removed by any monorail official, authorised by the
monorail administration in this behalf.

18. Penalty for unauthorized sale of tickets.—If any person not being a monorail official, or
an agent authorised in this behalf sells or attempts to sell any ticket in order to enable any other
person to travel therewith, he shall be punishable with fine which may extend to two hundred
rupees and shall also forfeit the tickets which he sells or attempts to sell.
