THE MUMBAI METROPOLITAN REGION SPECIFIED COMMODITILS
MARKETS (REGULATION OF LOCATION)
ACT 1983 - MAHARASHTRA ACT NO.XLI OF 1983,

WHEREAS the Mumbai Metropolitan Region Specified Commodities
Markets(Regulation of Location) Act 1983 (Maharashtra Act No. XLII of 1983) has
cdme into force in Brihan Mumbai with effect fromi 22nd November, 1983 and in the
Mumbai Metropolitan Region with’ effiect from 1st August, 1985 as appointed by the
State Government by its Notification No.BMRDA-4485/1254/CR-172/85/UD-4, dated

Ist August, 1985 published in the Maharashtra Government Gazette dated 1st August,
1985 ;

AND WHEREAS a Market Committee to be constituted under section 9 of the
said Act is required to consist of six representatives elected by the licensees holding

valid licenses for carrying on the specified trade in the Market yard;

AND WHEREAS the Executive Committee considers it expedient to so make
Regulations;

NOW THEREFORE in exercise of its powers conferred by sub-sections (1)

and (2) of section 10 of the said Act, the Executive Committee hereby makes the

following Regulation:

1. Short Title: These Regulations may be called the Mumbaj Metropolitan Region

Iron and Steel Market Committee, Election Regulations, 8% 20 Og. \

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2. Commencement: These Regulations shall come into force with effect from the

~day on which a notice shall be published in the Maharashtra Government Gazette of

the State Government having sanctioned these Regulations.

3. ‘Definition : In these Regulations, unless the context otherwise requires:

(a) “Act" means the Mumbaj Metropolitan Region Specified Commaodities

Markets (Regulation of Location) Act, 1983

{b) "Authority" means Authority constituted under the Mumbai Metropolitan

Region Development Authority Act, 1974 .

(c) "Metropolitan Commissioner"r means a Metropolitan Commissioner appointed

under section 11 of the Mumbaj Metropolitan Region Dévelopment Authority
Act, 1974,

(d) "Specified Trade' means trade in the specified comunodity of Iron & Steel

()  Alt other terms used here and not defined herein shall have meanings

assigned to them in the Act.

4, ualification and Disqualilication of Voter . Every licensee holding a valid

licence for carrying on the specified trade in the market yard shall be eligible to vote.

Provided that if a licensee is partnership firm asg defined in the Partnership Act,

[932 or an association of persons or a company ‘incorporated under the Companies

Act 1956, a person nominated by sucl, firm, association or company shall vote.

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Qualification and Disqualification of Candidate for Election: No person shall be

a candidate for election unless he is qualified to be a voter.

Preparation and publication of list of voters:

There shall be prepared a provisional list of voters by the Chief Executive
Officer or an officer authorised by him with the previous written permission of
the Metropolitan Commissioner. The provisional list shall mention the name
and address of each voter qualified for voting on the last day of the month

wherein the preparation of the list has been undertaken.

The Chief Executive Officer shall publish a notice in the Maharashtia
Government Gazette and a newspaper circulating in the Market yard of such
list having been so published on the notice board in his office and available for

inspection to every voter. He shall forward a copy of such list to the

Metropolitan Commissioner for publication in his office.

Objections may be filed by any licencee within seven r_days from the date of the

-publication of the notice in the Maharashtra Government Gazette and will be

decided by the Chief Executive Officer. His decision shall be final and
conclusive.

Upon the consideration of the objections so disposed of, the Chief Executive

- Dfficer shall draw up the final voters list and publish a notice of having done so

in the Maharashtra Government Gazette and on the notice board in his office

and in the office of the Metropolitan Commissioner.

Determination of time and place for different stages of the electoral process:

Subject to the provisions of the Act and the Rules made thereunder, the Metropolitan

tion: The Metropolitan Commissioner shall appoint a Returning ‘Officer for the

purpose of election to be held under these Regulations. It shall be the general duty of

the Returning Officer at any election to do all such acts and things as may be necessary

for effectually conducting the election in the manner provided in these Regulations.

10.  Deposits to be made by the Candidates: Every candidate contesting the election

will be required to deposit a sum ofRs.lOOf-(oﬁe hundred only). This amount will not
be refunded irrespective of acceptance or rejection of his nomination. The funds so
generated will be transferred to the Market Committee and shall be used exclusively

for incurring expenditure on the election.

11 Assignment_of Symbols of candidates: The symbols to be assigned to the

candidates may be out of the symbols allotted to independent candidates during the
preceding election to the Legislative Assembly in the State. The Returning Officer will
have the liberty to choose and restrict the list of symbols for assignment to the
candidates, depénding on the number of valid nominations received during the current

election. Assignment of symbols will be made within the time prescribed in Regulation
7;

(2, Withdrawal of candidature: Aflcr the assignment of symbols to candidates is

Over, any candidate may withdraw his candidature within the time prescribed in

13. Appointment of agents of candidates: A candidate who has been assigned the
symbol and ha.s not withdrawn his candidature May appoint one person as hig agent
and such an agent may or may not be from the voters fist. Appointment of such an
agent shall be communicated in writing by him to the Presiding Officer at any stage

after the withdrawal of candidature and before the date of votin

14. The form of ballot paper: The form of ballot paper shall be in accordance with
Annexure II hereto. '

15, Uncontested Elections: If, after the expiry of .the period within which.
candidature may be withdrawn under Regulation 7, the member of candidates whose
nominations have been accepted is equal to or less than the number of seats to be
filled, the Retuming Officer shall forthwith declare such candidate or all such

candidates to be duly'elected to fill the seat or the relevant number of seats and shall

complete and certify the declaration.

16. Manner of recording Votes: The Seal of "X" will be kept in the safe custody of
the Presiding Officer and the Symbol on which the seal is affixed only once shall be
considered as the valid recording of the vote. The ballot paper containing seal mark in

excess of the number of candidates to be returned through each ballot paper shall be

regarded as the invalid vote.

Scrutiny of votes, counting or recounting of votes, declaration of results and

procedure in case of equity of votes

) At the end of scrutiny of each vote cast, the number of valid and invalid votes

shall be recorded in duplicate and signed and one copy kept in each bundle.

Each bundle shall not have more than 100 ballot papers;

(1)  Counting of votes shall take place within the specified time and according to
the election time table in the presence of agents of canaidates or the candidates,
if they are available at the time of counting and. are desirous of remaining
present duning the process of counting. In such a case, the candidate and/or his
agent shall be invited to remain present, if they are available at that time;

(tv)  Incase of‘equality of votes, the result shall be declared by drawal of the

winning lot;

{v) The declaration of results in the case of both contested and uncontested

election shall be made under the signature of the Returning Officer as per the

programine of election time table

18. Custody and disposal of papers relating to election: The custody of papers
relating to elections shall be with the Chief Executive Officer or officer designated by
him. In case of unused ballot papers, the same shall be preserved for one year after the
closure of election process and may be destroVed thereafier. In case of used ballot
Papers, the same shall be preserved for a period of one year after the closure of
election process i.e. the constitution of Market Committee except in the cases where if
any fitigation is pending in this regard, it shall be preserved till disposal of the pending
litigation and in the cﬁse'of disposed of litigation regarding election for a pernod of six
rmonths after the final order has been passed. The other Papers relating to election viz.
notification of the electiog programme, record rcllaling to panting of ballot papers and

its disposal, the final result of election, the final list of valid nominations, the final [ist of

candidates and the kst of office bearers of the Market Commiltee will be permanent
