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Text of the speech of Dr. Rafiq Zakaria, Minister
for Revenue, Urban Development, Tourism, Protocol
and Chairman, BMRDA, at the Sixth meeting on
28th June 1976. '

I am happy that we are holding this meeting for the .
first time in the hall of the Bombay Municipal Corporation..
T am sure that we would all like to place on record the . .
co-operation and assistance rendered by Shri Nanalal Mehta,
as the then Mayor, in the first establishment and working
of the Authority. . We look forward to Shri Manohar Joshi,
the present Mayor to continue that tradition. = _

Government has recently amended by an Ordinance
the law for our Authority. Many of the changes are
intended to elaborate matters relating to the internal
working of the Authority, such as the duties and functions
of the Standing Committee and the Executive Committee.
Government has also assumed the right to appoint a Financial
Adviser whose duties and functions have been set down in
the Act. This was a necessity which was clearly to be
foreseen. It has also been declared that, in the matter
of the executive working of the Authority, the lMetropolitan
Commissioner would act as the Chief of the entire team of
staff and officials. Apart from all this, a review has
been made of the duties and functions of the Authority
itself, as provided in section 12 of the law. While reta-
ining almost all the previous entries, may be with scme
verbal changes, certain welcome additions have been made.
Naturally these are subject to any amendments that the
Tegislature may like to incorporate when passing the conn-
ected bill. Furthermore, it has been clarified that the
Authority as a whole should not work at a loss and that,
if this happened, the loss would be made up in the succee-
ding year. All these are healthy provisions that have
been made to make the working of the Authority more integral
and purposeful, something which we want the Region itself
“to achieve.

Some doubts have been brought to my notice whether
in this process the Functional Boards have been releagated
to a position different from that earlier contemplated
by the statute. This ie not so. Except for the clear
enunciation of the principle, well known in public and
private administration, that there can be no duplication
of executive control, for the purposes for which the
Functional Doards were incorporated in the law itself
earlier, as statutory components of the Authority proper,
there has been no change. Government has brought into
the membership of these Boards persons of the highest
eminence and expertise in the fields that they are respec-
tively overseeing and advising the Authority. We would
request them to continue to do so. Only thereby would
it be possible for the Authority and through it the citizens
of this Region, to find solutions to the multifarious
problems that have to be first identified, investigated
and appropriately analysed, before schemes, projects and
programines are formulated for econcmic implemenvation.
Naturally, in the process, the role of the Authority would
be primarily that of a planner and co-ordinator and also
a financer of development financing nature, rather than
that of an executive agency saddled with construction
responsibilities by and large.
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Since we last met, the Government has also fully
reviewed the Industrial Location Policy for the Region in
juxtaposition to the Regional Plan that is in force since
August 1973. I am smre the Metropolitan Commissioner will
be formally placing before us at the next meeting copies
of the relevant Government orders. We would then see how
its contents pught to and could be incorporated into our
own responsibilities, to secure full legal backing.

The Urban Ceilings Act is in force but the last
date for filing statements is not yet over. A That would
give both the Government and the Authority a better picture
of what vacant lands would become available, again for the
development of the Region. I should, howeV-er, bring to
your notice the fact that the powers of the Competent
Authority under sections 26 and 27 of this Act will Dbe vested
by Government in the Metropolitan Commissioner. This decision
has been taken, with a view to giving more opportunity
to the Authority to pursue its development schemes and
projects.

In today's agenda you will find mention of the
feasibility report for the East Island Tollway Project.
The principles leading to the formulation of the Draft
Development Plan for New Bombay by CIDCO is another item
s2t out for discussion. These are to be of considerable
benefit to the Region.

Before I conclude I Would like to thank his Worship

the Mayor for inviting us to lunch immediately after the
meeting.

"BOMBAY METROPOLITAN REGION DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY
(ALLOWANCES TO BOARD MEMBERS) REGULATIONS, 1976.

In expercise of the powers conferred by sub-section
(4) of section 8, read with section 50 of the the Bombay
Metropolitan Region Development Authority Act, 1974, the
Bombay Metropolitan Region Development Authority hereby
makes the following Regulations.

1. These Regulations may be called the Bombay Metropol-
itan Region Development Authority (Allowances to Board
Members) Regulations, 1976.

2 Every member of a Functional Board of the Authority
(other than their Chairmen and the Meuwber-Secretaries) and
every person who is a permanent invitee to the Board's
meetings shall be paid B5.150/- per month for meeting the
personal expenditure in attending its meetings and for

~ attending to any other work of the Board.

. A1l the Members of the Board and the permanent
invitees shall, however, be entitled to receive in addition
travelling allowance and daily allowance in accordance
with the Bombay Metropolitan Region Development Authority
Travelling Allowance Regulations, 1975.

4, These Regulations shall have effect from the date
of the Govt. Notification No. BMRDA /1475 /471 dated the
owth December 1975 constituting the Boards under the
Bombay lletropolitan Region Development Authority Act, 19%74.
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
