In the course of the discussion on the Budget 

estimates, many members made several observations/suggestions, 

and the Chairman reiterated the Government policy that the 

Authority should at this stage undertake only remunerative 

schemes from .che Revolving Fund and take up non-remunerative 

and socially oriented schemes like water supply and sewerage, 

housing for the E.W.S. and L.I.G., etc. only after substantial 

resources were built up. In reply to the Budget discussion, 

the Metropolitan Commissioner thanked the members for their 

constructive suggestions, and made the following points - 

(i) The Budget was related to the Annual -forks Programme, 

which had been approved by the Authority in its 

last (Ninth) meeting. The Statement 'A' accompany-

ing the Budget gave details of (i) the development 

of lands (areawise and the acreage to be developed); 

and (ii) the schemes of 'Sites and Services', 

'Urban Renewal' ann Eo ,ning Units'• AA exn:.ana-

tory memorandum would be attached to the Budget 

in future. The Budget forms were also required 

to bo amended suitably, and this was under the 

consideration of the State Government. 

(ii) Planning and coordination of the development in 

the Region was one of the main functions of the 

Authority, and the expenditure on the staff engaged 

therein did not yield results in physical terms of 

capital expenditure by the Authority. Despite this, 

the estimated expenditure on establishment worked 

out to only about six per cent of the estimated 

capital outlay, and this compared favourably with 

other agenciee or Government Departments doing 

similar work. 

(iii) While the establishment charges could not 

appropriately be debited to the Revolving Fund, 

the Authority did not have at present any other 

sources from which the establishment charges 

could be met. This problem was likely to persist 

until sufficient projects could be taken in hand, 

and the establishment and administrative expendi-

ture (or at least the bulk of it) could be debited 

to the projects. It was proposed to discuss this

matter with, the State Government for finding an 

appropriate solution. 

(iv) 	The role of the Authority as a planning and 

coordinating body in the Bombay Metropolitan Region 

could not be discharged effectively merely by the 

Authority being associated with the District Planning 

and Development Councils of Greater Bombay, Thane 

and Kulaba in finalizing the District Plans for these 

districts, or by notionally channelising the funds 

under Section is(1) (a) of the Act through the 

Authority. It was necessary that the Authority s!loule 

look upon the Metropolitan Region as an integral unit 

and plan for the development of the Region on that 

basis. This would be facilitated if the Authority 

was Made a Planning and Development Council for the 

Metropolitan Region as a whole in respect of the 

Urban sector schemes and the funds earmarked fOr 

the purpose j7n the 3 District Plans were made

available to the Authority for planning and develop-

ment with the app roval of the State Government. 

This proposal was being processed. 

(v) Some studies were already in progress in regard to 

proposals for levy of a cess under the provisions 

of the B.M.tl.D.A. Act. 

(vi) The financial constraints mentioned by the Chairman 

would not permit the Authority to assist immediately 

schemes of water supply and sewerage in the areas 

outside the limits of the Bombay Municipal Corporation 

but the Water Resources Management Board was already 

preparing the I Phase component of a 15 year --

perspective aimed at b/winging these amenities on a 

par with those obtaining in the Municipal Corporation 

area. Then this plan was ready,,the State Government 

as well as the Central Government would be moved for 

assistance in executing the schemes through the 

BMRDA or otherwise..
