L The Mayor welcomed the Chairman and members.

L 1 The Chairman welcomed the new members and placed on
record the appreciation of the services of the former members,
who had vacated office., He made a special reference to the
services rendered by the former Chairman, Dr. Rafiq Zakaria,
who had guided the Authority in its formative years, and who
was also associated with the enactment of the legislation
constituting the Authority. ‘

4. The items of the agenda were then taken up for
consideration.

Ttem 1 : Confirmation of the minutes of the last (tenth)
meeting.

The minutes were confirmed.

Item 2 : Action taken on the minutes of the last (tenth)
meeting.
RESOLUTION 116 :- The action taken was noted.

Item 3 : Matters relating to land use,

The Metropolitan Commissioner explained briefly the
background and the provisions of the proposed draft notification
under Section 13(1) of the Bombay Metropolitan Region DeveloD=-
ment Authority Act, 1974. He also sought leave to correct a
small typographical misfake, deleting the word 'office'
occurring after the words '"office premises™ means' and

before the word 'premises' in clause (i) of the Explanation
below sub-paragraph (A) of para 1 of the draft notification,

After discussion, particularly in respect of sub-
paragraph (B) of para 1 of the draft notification, it was
decided that the construction or reconstruction of any building
or addition to any existing building (i) by the Bombay Building
Repairs and Reconstruction Board, and (ii) by Government or |
a local authority or a public charitable trust for the -
purpose of providing education or medical relief to the
public, should be excluded from the scope of sub-paragrapb (B)

of para 1 of the draft notification. The draft notification
was amended accordingly, £

The General Manager, Bombay Telephones, and the
Chairman, Bombay Port Trust, urged that "telephone ard
telegraph opersting” and buildings relating to the Port Trust
offices and .their staff quarters might be excluded from the
purview of the notification. They were assured by the  --
Chairman that all deserving casges would be considered by the
Authority for granting permiséion.

Some members expressed a view that the grant of
permiésion under the approved Notification should be done in
consultation with the Bombay Municipal Corporation, inasmuch
as the Notification related to the Bombay Municipal Corporation
area. The Metropolitan Commissioner pointed out that the power
or jurisdiction to grant such permission was conferred on the
Executive Committee expressly by Section 7 (2) (v) of the
Bombay Metropolitan Region Development Authorlty Aet, 1974,
and opined that it might not be approprlate for the Authority
to limit or qualify such powef or jurisdiction. Further, he
pointed out that the Municipal Commissionér was a member of
the Executive Committee, and that he might 'be expected to
project the views of the Bombaj Municipal Corporation, to
which‘the_Executive Committee would have dUé:fegard in granting
permission., After some discussion, the Chairman assured that,
subject to the provisions of the Bombay Metropolitan Region
Developitent Authority Act, 1974, the Executive Committee would
be requested to have‘cohéultations,'whilst granting permission,
with the Bombay Municipal Corporation for ascertain;ng its
views. He added that he would leave it to the Executive
Committee to evolve a procedure for consultations with the
Bombay Municipal Corporation for this purpose. The following
Resolution was then adopted.

RESOLUTION 117 :- Resolved that the Authority, in exercise of
its powers under sub-section (1) of Section 13 of the BMRDA
Act, 1974, and of all other powers enabling it in this

behalf, approves of the issue of a Notification appended

hereto (Annexure B) and authorises the Metropolitan Commi-
ssioner to have the said Notification published in the
Maharashtra Government Gazette, duly authenticated by him
in exercise of the powers under Section 7=A of the said Act.

RESOLUTION 118 :- Resolved that, in exercise of its powers
under clause (d) of sub-section (3) of Section 40 of the
Maharashtra Regional and Town Planning Act, 1966 (hercinaftor
referred to as "the said Act") read with Government Notifica-
tion, Urban Development & Public Health Department .No,BKR=1177/
262-UD-5, dated the 7th March, 1977 and all other powers
cnabling it in this behalf, the Metropolitan Authority do
approve the publication of theDpraft Proposals, as contairned

in the Agenda note, for the lands within its Jurisdiction as
“the Special Planning Authority for the Bandra-Kurla Notifi.d
Area specified in the said Government Notification, togstn: s
with a notice in the Maharashtra Government Gazette and “wo
local newspapers, being the "Times of India" and the "Lokzatta’,
in the manner Pprescribed under Section 26 of the said Act,
inviting objections and suggestions thereto from the public
within a period of not less than- 30 days from the date of the
notice in the Maharashtra Government Gazette.

Resolved further that the aforesaid notice be given and
published bver the signature of the Metropolitan Commissioner,
being the Secratary to the Metropolitan Authority, pursuant to
Section 137 of the said Act,

Resolved further that, in exércise of its power under
sub-section (2) of Section 28 of the said Act and all other
powers enabling it in this behalf, the Metropolitari Authority
do approve to forward all objections and suggestions to be
received to the aforesaid Draft Proposals to the Planmning
Committee consisting of the following members of its Standins
Committee, that is to say :-

1. Minister for Urban Duvelopmunt and

Chairman of the Standing ' Committee;

2. Shri Hans Bhugra;

3. Shri Sudhir Joshig

L. Shri V.K. Tembe; and

5. Metropolitan Commissioner;

with a direction to deal with them in accordancé with the
law for the time being in force.

Item 5 : Allotment of lands to Government/Semi-Government/
Public Sector Organis ations in the Bandra-Kurla

Complex.

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The Metropolitan Commissioner-explained that the
proposal had been approved by fhe Standing Committee and that
Jthe prices for disposal of pld%s from the first 15 hectares,
though ad-hoc, were based on the considerations mentioned in

the agenda note.

There was considerable discussion, particularly relating
to the price offered to Hindustan Petroleum Corporation for
residential purpose, which was considered low, looking to the
estimated cost of land development. The Metropolitan Commi-
ssioner explained that, having regard to the land prices in
the area for residential purpose, the ad-hoc price proposed
was guite reasonable. He also pointed out that the lower
pricing of residential plots would be made up by the pricing
policy for commercial plots, considering the project as a whole,

The draft Resolution was then‘approved, with one
modification that future allotments by the Standing Committee
from out of the first 15 hectares should not be at prices
lower than the corresponding prices proposed in the agenda note.

ABSOLUTION 119 :- Resolved that the Authority approves of the
following rates of lease premium recommended by the Standing
Committee for the plots to be offered on lease to the Govt./

the allottable area, user for which the plot 1s allotted and
thé status of the applicant department/undertaking, such
prices being not lower than the corresponding prices approved
under this Resolution.

.ction of a cargo terminal at Vashi, New Bombay (which is =

part of the larger Thane-Ulhas Inland Waterway Project),
strongly recommends to the State Government that the Pilot

to be taken over by the BMRDA.

The Chairmsn directed that, if any members wished to have
dotails of the projects, they should be sent to the persons

concerned on reguest.

Smt. Tarabai Vartsk, Shri Baswant and a few other members
&fﬁressed their concern about rchabilitation of the persons
affected by acquisition of land. The Chairman agreed that the
persons affected by acquisition of land for the projects of the
Authority deserved considerstion at the hand of the Authority,
and indicated that he would be happy 1f the members concerned
would discuss the guestion with him separately. The Resolution

as proposed was then adopted.
