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MINUTES OF THE
FIFTEENTH MEETING OF THE BMRDA

Date : 31st March, 1978.

Place. : The Corporation Hall of
____ the Bombay Municipal
Corporation, Bombay.

The 1list of members and invitees present is attached
(Annexure).

2 The Maysr welcomed the Chief Minister (and Minister
for Urban Development) who, as Chairman of the Authority,
presided over the meeting. The Chairman then placed on
record the Authority's appreciation of the services -
rendered by the former Chairman, Shri Ratnappa Kumbhar,
and former Vice-Chairman, Dr. (Smt.) Sushila Balraj, and
also of the services rendered by Sarvashri V.R. Hoshing,
H.G, Vartak, S.K. Wankhede, V.K. Tembe, S.S. Dighe, Nakul
Patil, R.D. Bhandare, A,T. Patil and Smt. Kamala Raman,

as members of the Authority.

3. The items of the Agenda were then taken up for

consideratinn.

Ttem No. 1 : Confirmation of the minutes of the
Thirteenth and Fourteenth meetings.

The minutes were confirmed,

Item No. 2 : Actioh taken on the minutes of the
Thirteenth and Fourteenth meetings.

Action taken was noted.

Shri Baswant referred to the minutes of the
thirteenth meeting of the Authority, relating to Item
No. 3 (Draft Development Plan for New Bombay), and
ihquired about the progress of action in regard to (1)
provision for development and expansion of existing
gaothans in New Bombay; and (2) rehabilitation of local
persons affected by the acgquisition of the land for the
Development Plan, The Managing Director, CIDCO, explained
that the proposal for acquisition of land under the Land
Acquisitien Act in preference to the Urban Land Ceiling
Act for expansion of gasthans had been submitted to the
State Government; so also, the scheme for the allotment
of plots in gaothans, after consultation with the Gram
Panchayats, was submitted to Government, and that further
action would be taken as soon as Government's sanction
was received.-- The Chairman directed that action in this

regard, «..



regard should be expedited. As regards rehabilitation of
the persons affected by the acquisition of land, ‘the
Chairman directed that early action should be taken to
allow the persons concernéd to cultivate the land not
required for development and to construct their farm
houses, where permissible,

Item No, 3 : 4nnual Budget Estimates for 1978-79.

The Authority considered the Agenda Note. During
the disbussion, some of the members expressed a concern
about inadequate provision for development of the region
outside Greater Bombay and the failure of the Authority to
mobilise financial assistance from outside sources, parti-
cularly the Government of India.

The Metropolitan Commissioner pointed out that the
budget had only translated into-monetary terms the Work
Programme for 1978-79, which had been approved by the
Authority in its meeting held on the 8th December, 1977.

He also pointed out that the main difficulty in mobilising
assistance from the Government of India for schemes: outside
Greater Bombay and New Bombay is the lack of support in the
shape of matching contribution, which is an essential
feature of the Government of India's Integrated Urban
Development Programme (IHDP); He also explained the
constraints implicit in the financial structure of the
BMRDA for executing works of an infrastructural nature,
which is the pressing need of the areas outside Greater
Bombay. The fund structure of the Authority consists of
(i) Revolving Fund; (ii) Loans Fund; and (iii) the Residual
or the Operations Fund, By its very nature, the Revolving
Fund has necessarily to be applied to schemes, which are
capable of returning the investment within a reasonable
period. This Fund could not, therefore, be spent on
studies and surveys or on infrastructural works, which

are not capable of returning the investment within a
reasonable period. As =and when l=nd becomes available,
area development works and connected schemeslarehbeing
executed with the help of the Revolving Fund. The Loans
Fund consists of funds borrowed under’Section 18A of the
BMRDA Aet, includins Central assistance received under

the Integrated Urban Development Prcgramme (IUDP),

The Central loan assistance has to be utilised with the
approval of the Government of India for schemes under

the IUDP. Since these schemes are .also land-based, the
utilisation of the loan assistance is awaiting land
acquisition for a number of schemes/already approved by

the Authority. The Operations Fund consists of the annual
contribution of not less than R.5 crores to be made by the
State Government under Section 18(1)(a) of the BMRDA Act
and income generated by the Revolving Fund. It is this
State Government's contribution, which could be utilised
for improving the infrastructural facilities in the region,
but the State Government contribution has so far been
limited to small allocations made by the DPDCs. The income
from the Revolving Fund is not sighificant at present.

With regard to the draft Resolution, some members
felt that there should be a ceiling limit (R.10 lakhs) on
the delegation of power to the Standing Committee for
incurring expenditure not provided for in the budget.

The Aathértty thereafter passed the folléwing
Resolution :-

RESOLUTION 146 : Resolved that the annual budget estimates
in respect of the financial year 1978-79 and the revised
estimates for 1977-78, showing estimsted receipts and dis-
bursements of the Metropolitan Authority, are approved
under -Section 23(1) of the BMRDA Act, 1974,

Resolved further that the Authority do and hereby
delegate the power to the Standing Committee to sanction
schemes, surveys, etc. estimated to cost not more than
Bs.10 lakhs in each case, and to authorise the incurring
of any expenditure not exceeding the same limit, in respect
of which provision has not been made in the approved budget,
subject to a report of such cases being made to the
Authority at the next meeting.

Resolved further that the authorities competent tam
sanction the creation of posts are authorised to create
posts, which are not included in the establishment schedule
to the budget; provided that the expenditure on such posts
can be met from the total provision for salaries and
allowances of the staff made in the budget.

Ttem No., 4 : Annual Report of the BMRDA for 1976-77.

The Authority considered the Agenda Note, and
passed the following Resolution :-

RESOLUTION 147 ¢ eees
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RESOLUTION 147 : Resolved that the Authority do approve the

draft of the Annual Peport of the BVRDA for 1976-77, and
authorise the Metropolitan Commissioner to submit the same
to the State Government. .

Ttem No. 5 : Annual Work Programme for 1377-78.
Progress report -

The Authority noted the Progress Report.

Item No., 6 : Location of wholesale and semi-wholesale

cloth market in the Bandra-Kurla Complex.

The Metrovolitan Commissioner pointed out a typo-
graphical error in the English version of the Agenda note,
and corrected the last sentence in para 5 (iii) to read :

"Land will be given for the purpose at an appropriate price,

but there will be no question of providing any land on
subsidized basis™.

The Authority considered the Agenda Note. Several

suggestions were made in regard to the manner of utilisation

of the existing premises to be vacated by the wholesale

merchants, the need for effective measures to terminate the

wholesale or semi-wholesale business at the present location

and housing of Mathadis in the Bandra-Kurla Complex. The
Metropolitan Commissioner stated that these suggestions
would be borne in mind while working out the details of
the project. The detsailed project. would be prepared and
placed before the Authority for approval. The Authority
then passed the following Resolution :-

RESOLUTION 148 : Resolved that the Authority, having
considered the broad scheme outlined in the Agenda Note,
approves in principle the general approach to the scheme,

and authcrises the Metropolitan Commissioner to initiate
further action on the lines indicated in the Agenda Note.
