The 
operation of the old market at Duncan Road had been discontinued 
by the State Government but the operation of the order"has been 
stayed by an injunction given by the 7igh Court. 

A comprehensive water supply and sewerage scheme to 

provide water supply for municipal areas of Thane, Dombivli, 

Kalyan, Ulhasnagar and Ambernath and about 100 villages in the 

Region has been posed to the Norld Bank for assistance and is 
likely to be approved by then shortly. 

The BMADA has also undertaken preliminary studies for 
a number of projects such as the Truek T)rninal at 71adala, the 
Inland 'later Transport Project.etc. 

The scheme for the development of land .in Bandra-Kurla 

Complex is progressing and the first lot of plots are being 
offered for sale by the BKRDA. 

Another important event was the visit of the Norld 
hank President Mr. McNamara to Bombay in October, 1978.. 
During this visit a number of projects for development of 
infrastructure in the B.M.R. were presented to hin. These
