The Chairman in his inagural speech  welcomed Shri  Anant 

Narayan Thakur, elected as a Member of the  Authority by the 

Chirmen of the Panchayat Samities in Kulaba  District, and 

placed on record the appreciation of the services  rendered by 

Shri P.J.  Kasbekar, Ex-Chief Secretary, who retired  on 1.10.1979. 

He also outlined in brief the important development with regard 

to the B.M.R.D.A. (A copy of the speech is enclosed). 

2. Commenting on the Minister's speech some Members pointed 

out that there were no schemes for Thane Municipal Council under-
taken by the BMRDA. The Member-Secretary, HURE Board, explained 

that we had taken up two Area Development Schemes in . Thane - 

one at Panchapakhadi and the other in Chitalsal - Manpada. 

3. Some of the Members wanted to know the names of the  104 

villages covered by the Bombay Metropolitan Region . Water  Supply 

and Sewerage Scheme. The Metropolitan Commissioner promised to 

send. this information to all the Members. 

4. The meeting then proceeded  with the  regular agenda. 

Item No. 1  :  Confirmation of the Minutes of the  19th 
Meeting of the'BMRDA held on 26th June, 1979.

Item No. 4  : The BYRDA (Employees' Contributory 
Provident Fund) Regulations, 1979.  

Some of the Members enquired about the representation 

made by the Union of Employees in regard to the Regulations 

requesting that Dearness Allowances may be taken into account 
in calculating the subscriptions and contributions to the fund. 

It was explained that (i) the representation from the employees 
was received Only two days before the meeting and it had not 

been possible to consider it and take a final view (ii) our 

Regulations were framed on the lines followed by Government 

Organisations. However we would take the request of the union 

into,conSideration before finalising the scheme. 

The Municipal Commissioner pointed out that the 

implications of the request of the employees on other 

Government and semi-Government agencies may also be taken 

into consideration. 

Some of the members also suggested the need for 

some redress for the family in the event of untimely death 
of an employee, by means. of schemes like Family Pension 

'Scheme. They also suggested that the question of instituting  . 

a regular Pension Scheine for employees may be examined. 

The Metropolitan Commissioner promised that these points 

would be considered, their: implica -uions studied and if 

necessary proposals would be .brought-up - before the Authority.

• Item No. 5  : BMRDA NOtification under Section  13 
of the  BMRDA'Act't  1974.  

There was considerable discussion on this item. In 

particular the members raised the issue regarding the role of 

the BMRDA in the development of Bandra-Kurla, the reduction in 

the area of the Bandra-Kurla Complex and also emphasized the 

need to'check unauthorised development in the Bandra-Karla area, 

Minister (Urban Development) explained the entire history 

of the Bandra-Kurla Complex and pointed out thht the proposal 
before the meeting was not exclusion of the peripheral area 

which was already been sanctioned by the Government but only the 
consequential amendment to the BMRDA Notification, No. MC/RDA/ 

3285/77, dated 10.6.1977, issued under Section 13 of the BMRDA 
Act. The exclusion was necessitated by the fact that most of 

these areas had already been developed and occupied by the 

University Campus and the Housing Board and other properties 

in the north and the Dharavi slums in the south and 'there was, 
therefore, little scope for the BMRDA to plan and develop this 

area unless all the lands are transferred to it. The members 
were particularly keen about the part of Dharavi coming into 

the original compleX area and felt that the BMRDA should develop 

this area.. The Minister (UD) explained that the original idea 

was that the entire complex should be developed by the BARDA 
but later on other Authorities viz. the BMC and the MHADA , 

were reluctant to part with their lands and, therefore, it was 
deCided that these Authorities may develop their  own  lands 

according to the Development Plan prepared by the-BMRDA and the 

BMRDA should develop only the remaining vacant area which 

requires considerable investment for infrastructure including 
channelization. 

The Members, however, wanted to discuss this question

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further particularly the role of the BIARDA vis-a-vis the Bombay 

Municipal Corporation. It was, therefore, decided (0--that the 
consideration of the item should be postponed and (ii) the 

BMRDA should circulate a detailed not on the Bandra-Kurla 
Project. 

Item No. 6 : Feasibility Study for a Truck Terminal at Wadala.  

Members generally welcomed the idea of the Truck Termi-
nal and urged that it should be implemented as early as possible. 
The studious and methodical' manner in which the Feasibility 
Report has been prepared was appreciated . by the members and it 
.was decided to record this.appreciation. Some questions were 

raised about the costing _details of the project but it was 

explained that this was only a feasibility report. After this 

-is accepted in principle, further action to work out the cost 

of the project and other details could be tpken up. Members 
suggested that careshould - be taken to provide for the parking 

of smaller vehicles (particularly handcarts) and for dormitory 
accommodation for the workers who are often required to sleep 
near the go-downs. 

The Municipal Commissioner raised two points : (i) the 

impact of this development on the surrounding area 'and 

whether the Bombay Municipal Corporation could refuse building 

permission for developments in the area. 

The Mesmber-Secretary, T. a C. Board, explained that the 
truck termthalls only a part of the larger area development 

plan for Wadala Anik. As regards control on other development 
pending the construction of the truck terminal, it was 

explained that the BMRDA has already prepared a lay_out plan 

for the whole area and submitted it to Government. The Govern-

ment has been requested to issue a directive under Section 154 
of the MRTP Act asking the Corporation to incorporate this 

lay-out plan (including the truck terminal) in the Development 

Plan. The Municipal Commissioner urged that this action may be 

taken early as otherwise it would be difficult for him to 

refuse permissions for any other kind of development permissible 
under the D.C. Rules, which may 	the truck terminal. 

The representative of the Bombay Port Trust said that 

he hadjbeen instructed by the Chairman to bring to the notice 
of the Authority the following objections and suggestions of 

• • 	 the 	 
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the Bombay Port Trust : 

(i) This area should be developed fOr housing; 

(ii) the truck terminal will probably add to the p011ution 

and ecological problems of the area; 

(iii) the Port Trust is planning to shift some of the 
industries from its area; and this area should 

therefore, be earmarked for such industries to be 

shifted; 

(iv) the truck terminal may be located somewhere in the 
swampy area between Wadala and Chembur; and 

(v) there is already some unauthorised development on the,  

land. 

The Member Secretary, T. &  C.  Board, agreed to take the 

points into consideration before finalising the project propoL,: 

In reply to , a query, .the Member Secretary, T. & C. Board, 

explained that the land on which the truck terminal is to be 
built, does not belong to the Port Trust. Almost all the land 

involved belongs to the Government of Maharashtra or the Gov,=• 

ment of India. 

The Authority decided that the proposal shoUld be 

approved in principle and the points of the Port Trust may be 

looked into by the T. &  C.  Board later  on.  The Authority then 

passed the following Resolution  :-

feasibility report of a Truck Terminal at Wadala-Anik, prepared 

by Transport &•Communications Board, hereby approves the 

proposal of the T. & C. Board for the setting  up  and construction 

of a Truck Terminal on land to be acquired and developed for the 
purpose at Wadala-Anik, together with its approach road and 

endorses the objectives and proposals comprising the project, 

as per details set out in the feasibility study report presented 

;t6gether with -the-agenda notes as item No..6 of this meeting. 

RESOLVED FURTHP, THAT the Authority hereby authorises 

the Standing Committee, the Executive Committee and the Metropo-

litan Commissioner to take all necessary action, within their 
respective powers and competence, to implement the above project 

expeditiously, including the preparation of the necessary 

legislation.
