2, 	The Minister in his opening speech explained the 

role of the BMRDA pointing out that the BMRDA is essentially 

a planning and coordinating Authority and the Act itself has 

put restrictions on the BMRDA in the execution of projects 

especially works which fall within the obligatory and 

discretionary duties of the Bombay Municipal Corporation. 

He referred to some of the important projects of the 3MiOA 

such as the Bombay Urban Transport Project and the Bombay 

Metropolitan Region water Supply and Sewerage Project for 

which the 7orld Bank loans have been secured, the Bandra-

Kuria Project, the Truck Termnal Project an( the Inland 

Water Transport Project for which the Govt. of Indii is 

likely to give assistance. 

3. He also complimented the CI000 for the good work 

being done by it. 

4. After the Minister's speech, the members raised the 

following points for discussion. 

(1) BuildinGAutrictions  in Rural Areas :- 

Sari Prabhakar Patil complained that since the 

establishment of the BKRDA, restrictions have been 

imposed on buildings etc. even in outlying villages in 

Kulaba District. Every building application is being 

referred to the EMRBA and as a result, all development 

has slowed down. The Metropolitan Commissioner 

subsequently explained thatthe BMRDA had imposed 

no restrictions on development. Actually whoever 

wants to undertake any non-agricultural develoPment, 

has to apply to the Collector for permission under the 

Land aevenue Code and while granting such permission, 

the Collector has also to examine under section 18 of 

the M.R.T•P. Act, 1966 that the proposed developlaent 

does not 
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does not conflict with the Regional Flan. Instructions 

have been issued to the Collectors that they need not 

refer such cases to the BMRDA, 

(2) Problems of Fishermen : 

Sari Thanekar, Chairman of the Improvements 

Committee, Bombay Municipal Corporation, referred to 

the problem of fishermen in Bombay who had no space 

for operations like drying their nets, fish etc. 

The Metropolitan Commissioner stated that the aaJA 

is equally conscious of the problems of the fishermen, 

and has constituted a Study Group under Dr. Xulkarni, 

a retired Director of Fisheries, Government of Maharashtra, 

to study this problem. 

he BMRDA has also agreed to the development of 

Fishing Harbour at Sasson Docks, but the project has 

been held up beeause of a stay from the Government of 

India. 

(3) Shifting of Markets  : 

Following points were raised :- 

(i) Some of the members referred to the need for 

retaining the vegetable markets in Bombay. 

(ii) Because of the changes in Government policies 

from time to time in the shifting of markets, 

there is some confusion in the minds of the 

people. 

(iii) In the shifting of markets adequate ]srovisions 

should be made for the housing of worker . 

There was also a complaint about the increasing 

cost of the tenements being conntructe_7. by 

CIDCO, 

(iv) To create a wholesale flower market in Bombay. 

The Metropolitan Commissioner explainer that. the 

shifting of markets is to be undertaken in accordance 

with the recommendations made by this Authority and that 

there will be no change in this policy except in respect 

of the vegetable and, fruit markets, which will be 

shifted . .

shifted to some place in Greater Bombay instead of Tashi. 

s for the housing for workers, the Metropolitan 

Commissioner explained that the CIJCO had already 

constructed about 200 tenements and more will be constructed. 

As regards the price of the tenement this was a part of 

the increase in prices which cannot be helped but in any 

case he assured the meeting that the increase in 7rice is 

not due to profit making. 

As regards the flower riarket, the Metropolitan 

Commissioner said he agreed with the proposal but the 

details about the location of the market etc. should be 

worked out by the Bombay Municipal Corporation and the 

BMRBA would cooperate in this matter. 

( 14 ) Sl um s  : 

Several members including Shri Koparde, 

Shri Anarnath Patil and Shri Tripathi raised the problem 

of slums and the encroachments on Government lands. In 

particular, they referred to encroachnents in - 

(1) the Bandra-KUrla area on which we haVe set 

so much hope; and 

(.2) the Dharavi area where encroachments and slums 

have prevente ,3 the completion of the lailway 

Overbridge. The lands are , being used for 

dumping scrap and waste materials and even 

for burning tires causing pollution in the 

area. 

(3) Some members also pointed that police assistance 

was not available for removal of encroachments 

whenever fresh encroachments were detected. 

The Minister (Urban Development) -pdinted out 

that the problem of slums is indeed a difficult one 

and had been raised in other forums alse. .About police 

assistance, he 'suggested that, specific eases where police 

assistance was not available, should be brought to his 

notice. 

The Metropolitan Commissioner pointed out that 

the primary cause of slum; was the uncontrolled influx 

of people into Bombay that the Government of Maharashtra 

had ,one time back appointed a Committee to go into this 

question 
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question. Unfortunately, because.of the hue and cry 

raised against the Committee, re further action wax 

taken. 

He also mentioned in this connection the haphazard 

development going on in areas like Mira-Dhayander and other 

areas of the Bombay Metropolitan Region partieulerly near 

Thane and Kalyan, and ioointed out the need for an early 

decision on the leport of the Sathe Con ,lission. He 

suggested that the Minister should call a small meeting 

.of some of the members of the . .tuthority to discuss this 

question. 

A reference was also Bade to the reported concentration 

of leprosy patients in an area to the north-east of Bessain 

near Valiv-Gokhirvare. This was a grave danger to Public 

Health. It was suggested that the pollution effect on the 

Nallas and water streams etc. flowing through this area 

should be examined. 

(5) Unauthorised Conversions : 

Shri Dharap raised the question of unauthorised 

conversion of premises in Greater Bombay for .commercial 

use. The Metropolitan Commissioner informed the meeting 

that this question has been taken up.for study. 

(6) Railway Overbridge : 

The Railway Overbridge at Dharavi also evoked 

considerable discussion and several members urged that 

something shouldbe done to expedite this, bridge and to 

remove-the .encroachment on both the sides of it. 

The meeting then proceeded to discuss the agenda.
