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MINUTES OF THE TWENTY-THIRD MEETING OF THE B.M.R.D.A.

In his opening remarks, the Chairman, welcomed the 

new members who had joined since the last proceeding 

(22nd) meeting of the Authority was held and also placed on 

record the valuable services and guidance rendered by the 

members who had, since then, ceased to be the members of the 

Authority. The Chairman also referred to the following signi-

ficant developments in regard to some of the important 

policies and development schemes of the Authority : 

i) The shifting of the Wholesale Market of Onion and 
Potatoes to Turbhe after the dismissal, by the Supreme 

Court, of the appeal filed by the onion and potato 

merchants challenging the shifting; 

ii) Constitution of a Group to prepare a Detailed Project 

Report (DPR) for the prcposed Truck Terminal at Wadala 

Anik and steps being taken to guard from unauthorised 

encroachments the land earmarked for this important 

project; 

iii) Finalisation of the DPRs End the report embodying 

social cost-benefit amaysis of the proposed East-

West Railway Corridor Project (Bandra-Kurla-Mankhurd-

Vashi-Belapur-Panvel) end the efforts being made by 

the CIDCO, BMRDA and the State Government at the 

highest level to persuade the Government of India to 

sanction and implement this Project at the earliest; 

iv) Constitution of a Commit -Lee for preparation of the 

Detailed Project Report 	respect of the Inland 

Water Transport Project; 

v) Completion of Techno-Econonic Study' of the proposed 

Railway' Goods Line (Siding) Project from Kalwa to 

Turbhe and the steps being taken to implement this 

project expeditiously to facilitate early shifting 

of Wholesale Markets of the remaining agricultural 

commodities to Turbhe; 

vi) • • • 2• • 0 
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vi)Finalisation of its report by the Nhava- 

Sheva Infrastructure Study Group as a 

prelude to the ewelopment of a major 

port at Nhava-Sheva by the Government 

of India; 

vii)Inaguration of the Rs.86 crore World 

Bank assisted Water Supply and Sewerage 

Project covering 6 municipal council 

areas and 104 villages in Thane District; 
and 

viii)The orders issued recently by the Irriga-

tion Department of the State Government 

reserving the waters of rivers in respect 

of 9 storage sites in the Bombay Hydro-

metric Area for exclusively meeting the 

requirements of the Bombay Metropolitan 

Region. 

The Chairman also mentioned that the State 

Gov't. had constituted a High Power Steering Group to 

consider the problem of slams in Greater Bombay and 

of dilapidated buildings in the Bombay Island and 

to make concrete recommendations calculated to 

solve the problem. 

2. 	Adverting to the reference made by the 

Chairman to the constitution by the State Govt. of 

the High Power Steering Group on slums and dilapi-

dated buildings in Bombay, several members expressed 

their dissatisfaction and concern about, what in 

their view, was a unilateral decision taken by the 

Govt. to set up the said Steering Group by bypassing 

the BMRDA which was the rain planning authority .  for the 

Bombay Metropolitan Region and which was vitally' concerned 

with the matters referrc:d to the Steering Group, 

including the question of relaxation of F.S.I. 

The members expressed - .heir appreh,h3ion that any 

relaxation in the FSI -/ould result only in a further 

intolerable strain on the . civic sarviees and 
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amenities and the transport infrastructure, leading 

to a virtual break down. The Chairman clarified that 

it was never the intention cf Government to bypass the 

BMRDA or to generally relax the existing restrictions on 

FSI in Greater Bombay. The 
intention of Government in 

constituting the High Power Steering Group was to have the 

problem of slums in Greater Bombay and of dilapidated 

buildings in Bombay Island, with which a number of agencies, 

including the BMRDA, were concerned, throughly studied and 

analysed by a Group of independent and knowledgeable persons. 

The Group, after holding discussions and consultations 

with all interested individuals and official and non-official 

bodies concerned, is expected to fomulate effective and 

workable proposals calculated to solve the problem. After 

considerable discussion, it was decided that a special 

meeting .of -  the Authority may be held as early as possible 

to finalise its views on the matters which had 
been entrusted 

to this High Power Steering Group so that these views could be 

communicated to the Steering Group for its consideration 

before the Group finalises its proposals/recommendations. 

Item Nos.1 and 2  : Confirmation of the minutes of the last (22nd) meeting and the action 
taken thereon.  

After discussion in the course of which certain 

observations and points noted below were made by certain 

members, the minutes were confirmed and the action taken 

was noted. 

(i) While noting the progress of work done by the 

Study Group constituted by the Authority to study the problems 

of fishermen in Bombay, it was pointed out that the fishermen 

continued to face the problem of space for carrying on their 

operations like drying their nets, fish, etc. The Report of 

the Kher Committee appointed in the past on this subject should 

be...4... 
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be looked into. Unauthorised reclaLlation of further 

land at Malavani, where there is a sizable concentration 

of fishermen, should be stopped with a view to 

obviating the further aggravation of the 

problems of fishermen living there. 

(ii)The need for fixing a proper 

location (preferably at Dadar) for a wholesale 

flower market and providing sufficient space 

for the operation of this market should not be 

lost sight of when considering the general question 

of the shifting of wholesale markets from South 

Bombay. Incidentally, it was pointed out that 

a mention regarding the proposal relating to 

the flower market, which had been made in the 

English version of the minutes, had remained to 

be made in the Marathi version and this inadvertent 

ommission should be removed. 

(iii)While noting the comments of the 

Directorate of Health Services in regard to the 

alleged danger to public health owing to concen-

tration of leprosy patients in an area to the 
north-east of Bassein near Valiv Gokhivre, the 

members were not satisfied with the observation 

of the Directorate that there is no relation 

whatsoever between leprosy and water sources and 

hence there is no scientific basis that leprosy 
patients cause public health hazard to the general 

public. It was agreed that this matter should be 

got re-examined and an authentic and reliable 

scientific opinion should be obtained on the 

pollution hazard, if any, posed by the clustering 

of leprosy-affected persons near Valiv-Gokhivre.

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How and when the colony of leprosy patients had come near 

the Valiv GokhiVre should also be ascertained. 

(iv) As regards the unauthorised conversion of 

premises in Greater Bombay for commercial use, the members 

were informed that the Executive Committee had constituted 

a Committee under the Chairmanship of the Secretary to Govt., 

Urban Development and Public Health Department, to consider 

the question of control on unauthorised change of user of 

premises in Greater Bombay. The Committee had already met 

once and made certain interim recommendations. 

(v) The members expressed their concern about the 

delay in the construction of the railway over-bridge at Kurla 

and of the approach roads thereto in particular and it was 

stressed that all steps should be taken to expedite completion 

of this work. 

(vi)As decided earlier a visit of the members of 

the Authority to Nhava Sheva site and the Truck-Terminal 

Project should be arranged at an early convenient date.

Area. 

After some discussion, it was decided 

that a meeting of the representatives of the BMRDA, 

the Central Railway, and the Bombay Municipal Cor-

poration should be held to consider the matter in 

further detail. The item was, therefore, deferred.

During the course of the discussion on 

the Annual Works Programme for 1981 -82, the 

members. ..w7... 
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members participating in the discussion made the following 

points :- 

. (i) In the Annual Works Programme for 1981-82, there 

is an item of work of construction of vegetable and yarn 

market at Bhiwandi by the Bhiwandi Municipal Council. The 

possibility of expanding the scope of this market to provide 

for facilities therein for the marketing of cloth also should 

be explored. 

(ii)Some members referred to the need for revision 

of the Regional Plan for the Bombay Metropolitan Region, which 

had been sanctioned in 1973, in the light of the subsequent 

developments, and enquired as to what action was being taken 

in that behalf. It was clarified that the decennial revision 

of the Regional Plan for the BMR is the statutory responsi-

bility of the BMRDA and that under the Annual Works Programme 

for 1981-82, a provision had already been proposed for 

initiating preliminary work in connection with the revision 

of the Regional Plan which was due in 1983. 

(iii)Some members referred to the air pollution 

being caused by some of the chemical units like Herdillia and 

Rallis in the Thane-Belapur belt of New Bombay. It was 

explained that effective steps against industrial units causing 

air pollution would be feasible only after the Central legis 

lation for prevention and control of air pollution, which was 

already on the anvil, is enacted and brought into force. It 

was also explained that a provision had been wade in the 

Annual Works Programme for 1981-82 for conducting air quality 

surveys in the area of the BMR (excluding the area of the 

Bombay Municipal Corporation and the New Bombay) by setting 

up 13 air quality monitoring stations under the aegis of the 

Maharashtra Prevention of Water Pollution Board.

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(iv)Some members enquired whether the 

report of M/s. Kirloskar Consultants Limited, who 

had been entrusted with the task of preparing a 

Feasibility Report for the Water Supply and 

Sewerage Project for the areas of 6 municipal 

councils and 104 villages in Thane District, had 

submitted their Report. It was explained that the 

Report of these Consultants had already been 

received. The Consultants had also submitted 

another Report in respect of a supplementary 

task entrusted to them, namely that of assessment 

and development of water resources in the Bombay 

Hydrometric Area. This latter Report is now 

being updated and a provision had already been 

proposed in the Annual Works Programme for 

1981-82 for undertaking the study for updating 

the water resources data in the Bombay Hydro-

metric Area. 

(v) Shri Momin, M.L.A. from Thane 

District, enquired as to why the Lakhivli Project 

for water supply to Bhiwandi Town had not been 

implemented. In this connection, it was 

clarified that the 86 crore World Bank assisted 

Water Supply and Sewerage Project for 6 Municipal 

Towns and the 104 villages in Thane District 

covers Bhiwandi Municipal Town also and, there-

fore, the Lakhivli Project, which had been 

earlier conceived for meeting primarily the 

water supply requirements of Bhiwandi Town had 

become superfluous and was not being pursued. 

(vi)Shri Dharap desired to know the 

progress of work on the Middle Vaitarana Project.

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He also wanted information on certain other works and 

schemes. The Chairman directed that the information desired 

by Shri Dharap may be supplied to him separately.

The Member was told that the exact position 

will be ascertained from the Bombay Municipal 

Corporation and the same would be reported 

in due course.
