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MINUTES OF THE TWENTY-FOURTH MEETING OF THE 
BOMBAY METROPOLITAN REGION DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY 

Date : 19th October, 1981(Monday) 
Time : 11.30 A.M. 

Place : Committee Room, 6th Floor, 
Mantralaya, Bombay-400 032. 

A list of members present is enclosed.(Annexure). 

At the outset Shri E.R. Koparde stated that the 
Government in Urban Development Department has issued a 
directive under Section 37 of the M.R.T.P. Act in 
respect of land near Kalpana Talkies at Kurla. The land 
in question is in Green Belt. As per Government dire-

ctive4 the half of the land is to be converted into 
Industries Zone on the condition that the owner will 

make available free of cost, the remaining land for 

being developed as garden. He questioned the propriety 
of such a directive in view of Government's policy of 

not allowing any more industries in Greater Bombay. 

Item No.  1 : Confirmation of the minutes of - 
(i) the 23rd Meeting, held on the 

23rd March, 1981; 
(ii) the Special Meeting, held on 

the 22nd May, 1981; and 
(iii)the Special Meeting, held on 

the 17th July, 1981. 

The minutes of the 23rd meeting held on the 
23rd March, 1981 and of the Special Meetings held 

on the 22nd May, 1981 and 17th July, 1981 were 
confirmed. 

Item No. 2 : Action taken on the minutes of the 
meetings mentioned in Item No. 1.. 

After discussion 
certain observations and 
made by certain members, 
noted :- 

in the course of which 

points noted below were 
the action taken was 

(1) 	It was observed that the report of the. 
Director of Health Services to the effect that 

there is no relation between leprosy and water 

sources 	 
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sources and that water is not the medium for transmission 

of leprosy and that there are no health hazards to the 

general public, was not convincing. It was desired that 

the Director of Health Services should be invited to 

attend the next meeting of the Authority to clarify 

hisxxmc remarks. Members were also of the opinion that 

the present lepers colony be shifted at a safe .distance 
where adequate water and other facilities would be 

available for the inmates. It was informed that while 
allotting the land in question to the trust of the 

leprosy affected people in 1976, Government had not 
consulted BMRDA. 

(2) 	On enquiry from Members, the present position 
regarding air polluting, monitoring in Thane-Belapur 

zone by Maharashtra Prevention of Water Pollution 
Board, it was informed that Board has prepared a 

phase programme of five years for installing 19 

monitoring stations of which 16 have already been 
established. It was also made clear that for this 

purpose the Board does not requires BMRDAts financial 

assistance. Copy of the plan showing the location 

of stations was agreed to be supplied to the Members. 

The Chairman clarified that with enactment 
of Central Legislation for prevention and control 

of air-pollution, it would be possible to take 
effective measures on pollution by industries. 

(3) 	Shri V. G. Dharap stated that the 'information 
regarding Middle Vaitarna Project and certain other 

works and schemes sought by him at the 23rd Meeting 

of the Authority and which was then agreed to be 
supplied to himrwas not supplied. It was explained 
that the Middle Vaitarna Project has been investi-

gated by the Superintending Engineer, Bhatsa Project 

Circle, Thane, who has submitted a draft project 
report to the Chief Engineer, Irrigation Department, 

Itbnkan Region in August, 1981. The project envisages 
to augment water supply to Greater Bombay by 103 mgd. 

Members 	 
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Members desired that this project be finalised 
and executed early. 

	

(4) 	It was stated that the villages through 
which watermains supplying water to Bombay pass 
ate facing problem of Drinking water and it 
was suggested that these villages be given water 
from the water mains. It was also stated that 

the Bhiwandi Town was facing acute water shortage 
problem day by day and it was necessary to double 

	

the 	water supply. It was suggested that water 
from Bhatsa in lieu of Tansa water be supplied 

to Bhiwandi which has facilities for treating 
the Bhatsa water. 

It was informed that Maharashtra Water 
Supply and Sewerage Board is already executing 

a project which included water supply require- 

ments of Bhiwandi Town. A fear was expressed that 
that project might be delayed and it was there- 
fore, 

 
 necessary to implement the above suggestion. 

The Municipal Commissioner agreed to examine 
this suggestion. 

(5) 	It was complained that the suggestion 
made at the 23rd Meeting of the Authority to 
construct approach roads to the proposed over-
bridge at Kurla was not implemented. It was stated 
that at Masrani Lane though which the approach 

road would pass,' Vacant land is presently availabLa. 
Any delay in constructing approach road might 

result in the land in question being encroached 
upon. 

(6) 	On enquiry froM Members, the Chairman 
BMRDA stated that on the'14th August, 1981 a 

protocal has been signed between Government of 
Maharashtra and the Dubai Transport Company 

(Private) Ltd. (DUTC°) for undertaking (i) the 

West Island Freeway Project; (ii) the Thane Creek 
Island Waterway Project and (iii) other projects 
as may be agreed and desired. He suggested that 

nopie s „„„ 
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copies of protocal be circulftted to the Members of the 

Bombay Metropolitan Region Development Authority for 

information. 

Members desired that a note giving details of 

the first two projects mentioned above together with 

the views of the B.M.R.D.A. thereon be placed before 

the Authority at its next Meeting. 

(7) A suggestion was made that the wholesale fruit 

and flower market be located in Bandra-Kurla Complex 

and that the same should not be shifted to Vashi. It 

was explained that the efforts are being made to 

locate such a market in Greater Bombay, as far as 

possible, by securing vacant land available under 

the Urban Land(Ceiling and Regulation) Act. 

(8) It was suggested that the Authority should 
be apprised of the latest developments in connection 
with Nhava-Sheva Port Project.'. 

(9) It was also suggested that in view of the 
magnitude of the works of the.Hetavne Project, 

Government may be.requested to appoint separate 

staff for that Project and the execution of the 
Project be expedited. 

Item No. 3  : Accounts of the Authority for 
the year 1980-81 and Report of 
the Financial Adviser thereon.  

The Accounts of the Authority for the year 

1980-81 and Report of the Financial Adviser thereon 
were approved. 

Item No. 4  : Development of District Centre 
at Oshiware in Greater Bombay.  

After discussion during which the following 
main points emerged, the Authority passed the following 
Resolution :- 

(1) By the side of Oshiware Bus Depot there is a 
BEST Jand which is allotted to a co-operative society 

of BEST employees. That land should be excluded from 

the proposed Growth Centre at Oshiware. This suggestion 
was accepted.

(3) Major portion of the land proposed to be included 

in the District Centre is encroached upon by huts. 74hile 

finalising the project this fact should be borne in mind.
