A Resolution appreciating the services rendered
by Shri B.K. Halve as Metropolitan Commissioner was
next adopted (Annexure-C).

It was agreed to take up for consideration the
following Items Noss 1 to 648,9,11 and 14 on the
Agenda and the Table Item first and rest of the items
thereafter if the time permittedi-

Item No.1 ¢ Confirmation of the minutes of the
last (26th) Meeting.

The minutes were confirmed.

Item No.2 3 Action taken on the minutes of the
last (26th) Meeting.

During the course of discussion on this item, the

following observations and points were made 3-

(1) Reiterating to the suggestion that the execution
of Middle Vaitarna Project be expedited in the interest
of Bombay's water supply, it was observed that gquestion
of making available the required funds be sorted out on
priority basis. It was further suggested that copy of
the note prepared by the Municipal Commissioner for the
consideration of the Leaders in the Bombay Municipal
Corporation should also be made available to the Members
of the BMRDA.

(2) Referring to the action taken report on Item
No.5, viz. Acquisition of land for Kalyan Growth
Centre, it was observed that the land of the Growth
Centre is being encroached upon at various places such

as Kolsewadi, etc.
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(3) It was observed that the original estimate of
Rs.8/= crores for Kalwa=Turbhe Goods Siding which is
essential for development of New Bombay, partlcularly
the new complex of wholesale markets in Agricultural
Commodities at Turbhe, was reported to nave gone up
to Rs.21/- crores. The sooner the project is completed,!
the better it will be. It was explained that BMRDA has
already requested State Government to make available
the required funds which will be passed on to the City
and Industrial Development Corporation of Maharashtra
Ltd. for this project.

Tn this context the Mankhurd-Panvel Railway
Project, especially the 1st phase thereof (Mankhurd=-
Belapur) was considered. Consensus of opinion was that
for such development projects Railways should give due
priority and be 1ts 1e§1t1mate burden. The Vice=
Chairman, BMRDAéwas requested to pursue such projects
with Government of India.

(4) Arising out of action taken report on reported
encroachment on land in Bandra-Kurla Complex near
L.T.M.G. Hospital, Sion it was observed that Police
took action against encroachers and the truck opera-
tors dumping the waste material in the area. However,
action has mot been taken against the persons who
motivated the encroachment. It was desired that the”
Police should be asked to investigate and take action
against such persons also. '

At the suggestion of the Members it was again
agreed to convene a Meeting of the BMRDA to discuss
issue regarding encroachment in Bandra-Kurla Complexe

General issue regarding encroachments on land
was also discussed thereafter at length. The consensus
of opinion was that Government should be informed that
BMRDA is of the view that unauthorised encroachments
on land in Bombay Metropolitan Region should be made
a cognizable offence and with that end in view
necessary legislation may be made on priority. It
was also suggested that some test cases should be
made by prosecuting persohs making false affidavits.

(1) Bandra-Kurla Complex/=..e.e
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(1) Bandra-Kurla Complex @

This Project inter-alia includes strengthening
of 5 bridges across the Mahim Creek and reclamation of the
area, Strengthening work on 3 bridges viz., Mahim Causeway,
Tansa and Vaitarna Pipe line bridges, has aready been
started, Work of Railway Bridge and Dharavi Bridge is
expected to start during 1983, Mahim Causeway work is
physically expected to be completed by June 1983.
Reclamation of 23 hectares land in Railway Car Shed area
and 'G' and 'G-North' parts and someother works are also

expected to start.

(2) Truck Terminal at Wadala Anik :

Reclamation work on land, admeasuring approx. 21
hectares through the Municipal Corporation of Preater
Bombay is advancing. Another reclamation work on parcel of
land admeasuring 12,7 hectares within the truck terminal
site has now been initiated and tenders have already been
invited by BMRDA for the same, Associated work for taking
possession of rest of the land, processing necessary

legislation, etc., are also being pursued,

(3) Affordable Low Income Shelter Programme in B.M.R,

BMRDA in collaboration with MHADA, CIDCO, MCGB
etc., has been actively involved in preparation of the
above project with the World Bank assistance, BMRDA has
been formally appointed as co-ordinating agency for
planning, programming and monitoring of ﬁhis project. A
note on this subject has been placed before this meeting

of the Authority.

(4) Shlftlng of Wholesale Textile Market
in Bandra-Kurla Complex,

The Wholesale Textile Market in Bombay exists
in the congested southern tip of Bombay near Crawford
Market. In order to alleviate the congested conditions,
the Authority has already decided to locate this market
in Bandra-Kurla Complex., With that end in view, meetings
with several Associations and their Federations have been
arranged. The work of registration of demand for shop-
cum=offices, godowns, commission agents' offices is in

hand, The response from the merchant community is quite

(5) Development of District Centre at Oshiwara. :

It will be recollected that in October 1981,
Authority has taken a decision for planning and development
of District Centre at Oshiwara, BMRDA is already appointed
as Special Planning Authority for the above District Centre.
The Government has also notified privately oﬁned land within
the area of the District Centre for acquisition under the
provisions of BMRDA Act., Efforts are also being made to
secure MHADA's land to be developed as first phase of the
Centre, An open urban design competition for 10 hectares
core commercial area in the first phase of District Centre
has been organised. The object is to choose an outstanding
design for the proposed commercial complex. It is expécted
that by the end of May 1983, the conceptual design for the

commercial complex will be chosen,

(6) Mahim Nature Park

In Bandra-Kurla Complex Project, an area of about

18 hectares in Block 'H' is proposed to be developed as
Mahim Nature Park, This area is adjacent to about 87
hectares land which is tdFe:kept unreclaimed as Mahim
Nature Reserve, The Project Group set up by the Government
has prepared a report indicating various uses and stretegy
for implementation of this Project. After demarcation of
the site, work of chain-link fencing of the area has been
started, It is expected that this Park will be developed

in 3 to 4 years' time,

(7) ILast but not the least is the question of making
available requistte funds for various Projects., I am happy
to state that the Govt, has now agreed that the BMRDA ahould
prepare and submit suitable Projects and after_those have
been adninistratively approved, the State Govt., would
consider providing requisite funds under Section 18(1) (a)
of the BMRDA Act, Accordingly, BMRDA has submitted some
projects for Government's approval. This year BMRDA has
also sought Government's financial assistance to the tune
of Rs.1,253.94 lakhs for various Projects, including
Affordable Low Income Shelter Programme in B.M.R. We may

now turn to the business on the agenda.
