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MINUTES . OF THE ADJOURNED TWENTY-SEVENTH MEETING OF 
THE BOMBAY METROPOLITAN REGION DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY

At the outset, the Metropolitan Commissioner welcomed 

Shri Ramrao 	Adik, Chairman, BM DA who was attending the 

meeting •f the Authority for the first time after his 

appointment as the Deputy Chief Minister and Minister for 

Urban Development. 

The Chairman then cordially welcomed Shri Sushilkumar 

Shinde, Minister for Finance; Shri N.M. Kamble, Minister for 

Housing and Shri Chandrakant Tripathi, Minister of State for 

Urban i Development and placed on record the appreciation of 

services of the ex-Chairman, Smt. Fratibha D. Patil and 

outgoing.  !Members - Shri Banwarilal B. Purohit, 

Shri V. Subramanian, Shri Vilasrao Deshmukh and Shri N.M. 

Tidke. 

Before the business on the Agenda was taken up for 

consideration, some Members observed that eventhough it was 

agreed to convene a special meeting of the Authority for 

discussing the question of encroachment of land and 

unauthorised construction in Bombay Metropolitan Region 

together with its allied issues such as making encroachment 

a cognizable offence, making separate Police Squad 

available for taking action in this respect, such a meeting 

was not convened. It was desired that the said Meeting be 

called early so that Government might be requested to get 

passed the necessary legislation in the ensuing session 

of the Legislature. 

The abovementioned issues were again discussed at 

length during the course of which Members pointed out 

encroachments in I G 1  Block of Bandra-Kurla Complex, 

particularly the area earlier reclaimed by CIDCO. It was 

observed that in respect of encroachments made by Barrages, 

scrap dealers, storage of bones etc., the Court has given 

injunction. However, vehicles used in these activities 

pass through the land of the BMRDA in Bandra-Kurla Complex.

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It was, therefore, suggestec' that entry of these vehicles 

be checked. 

At the conclusion of the discussion on this issue, 

it was agreed that Vice-Chairman, BMRDA and Minister of 

State for Urban Development should convene a meeting of 

the Home Secretary; Law Secretary; the Commissioner of 

Police, Bombay; BMRDA Officers and other concerned officers 

and give thought to the issues mentioned above. 

It was also decided that a special meeting of the 

Authority be convened on "Tednesday, the 23rd March, 1983 

at 11.00 a.m. to discuss these issues. The Minister of 

State for Home; the Special Secretary, Home; the Secretary, 

Law and Judiciary; the Secretary, Public "Torks Department 

and other concerned officers be requested to attend this 

meeting as special invitees. 

Refering to the suggestions made during the last 

2-3 meetings of the Authority regarding expediting 

execution of Middle Vaitarna Project in the interest of 

Bombay's water supply, some Members raised a discussion. 

It was observed that the Note prepared by the Municipal 

Commissioner for Greater Bombay which was agreed to be 

circulated to the Members of the BMRDA was not circulated 

so far. Suggestion was made that the State Government 

and the BMRDA should make available part of the funds 

required for execution of Middle Vaitarna Project. 

It was made clear that neither the BMBDA nor the 

State Government could in the present financial stringency 

make available any finance. However, the suggestion that 

efforts be made to pass on the entire proceeds of loan 

assistance received from I.D.A. for Bombay l'4ater Supply-I 

(which is already completed) and the State Government's 

assistance for the said Project, was agreed to be given 

due consideration. Municipal Commissioner's note on the 

Middle Vaitarna Project was agreed to be circulated to 

Members immediately. 

The undisposed items on the Agenda were then taken 

u for consideration. 

Item No. 7 : 	 
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Item No. 	: Affordable Low Income Shelter Programme 
in .a.M-R. with the World Bank Assistance. 

The Metropolitan Commissioner introduced the Item 
to the meeting. 

During the course of discussion on this item, the 
following suggestions were made 

(1) There are many salt—pan lands by the side of 

Central Railway tracks which should be made 

available for' housing/rehousing purpose. In 

this connection a reference was made to the 

announcement made by the Central Government 

that these lands would be passed on to the 

Maharashtra Housing and Area Development 

Authority. 

(2) Some Members complained that salt-pan lands 

which are reserved in the Development Plan of 

Greater Bombay for providing amenities to the 

citizens, are not made available to the Bombay 

Municipal Corporation. The Chairman, BM DA 

suggested that a list of such lands be furnished 

by Bombay Municipal Corporation to him. 

(3 ) It was enquired whether the land required for 

providing 40,000 units under sites and services 

programme in Greater Bombay is available without 

any encroachment. It was clarified that survey 

of such lands has already been made. These lands 

are presently available without any encroachment 

as they are marshy and low lying. Members 

however, desired to inspect such lands at an 
early Aate. 

(4) It was suggested that assistance from the Central 

Government under 20 Point Programme be sought for 

for this project. 

Refering to the proposed Solid 7,aste Management 
Programme in Low Income areas of Greater Bombay, 
Members sought details thereof and pointed out 

that Pilot Incinerator erected by the Bombay 

Municipal Corporation at T ,!orli has proved to 
be a failurev ,

(6) Members desired that details of the project 

be made available to them. 

Subject to the above the item was noted by the Authority. 

Item No.10 : Draft Regional Plan for the extended 
Bombay Metropolitan Region (Pen-Alibag) 
Approval to the -  

Members participating in the discussion on this Item 

raised the following points :- 

(1) It was pointed out that in the Draft Regional 

Plan of Pen-Alibag some sources of water supply 

are mentioned. Detailed future demands of 

different towns and village in the course of 

time and detailed allocation of resources were 

not given. Members desirqd that this information 

should be made available to them. 

(2) It was suggested that in the process of development 

of this region, co-operation of the local people 

should be solicited by giving them jobs, etc. In 

this context, a reference was made to the 

Fertilizer Project at Thal-Vaishet and it was 

observed that 95% labourers engaged on this project 

are from outside the region. 

The Authority then adopted the following Resolution 

RESOLUTION NO.211 : 

Resolved that the Authority hereby approves the 

draft proposals 1981-2001 for the extended Bombay 

Metropolitan Region (Pen-Alibag) for publication. 

Resolved further that the Metropolitan Commissioner 

is authorised - 

i) to publish the Plan in the prescribed manner as 

per Section 16 of the M.R.T.P. Act, 1966, and 

the rules thereunder for inviting suggestions 

and objections; 

ii) to submit the Regional Plan with modification, 

if necessary, to Government for approval after 

considering the Report of the "Regional Planning 

Committee" on the suggestions and objections. 

Resolved 	 
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Resolved further that the Authority appoints the 

Regional Planning Committee consisting of (i) the Chairman, 

CIDCO; (ii) the Metropolitan Commissioner, BMRDA, and 

(iii) the Member-Secretary, HURE Board (as Town Planning 
Officer under Section 10(3) of the said Act). 

Item  No.12  : Annual works Programme 1983-84. 

During the course of discussion on this item, the 

following points were made :- 

(1) It was observed that in the wOrks Programme, a 

provision has been made for shifting of wholesale 

textile market located in t O t  T,ard of Bombay 

Municipal Corporation to the Sandra-Kurla 

Complex. Eventhough, Government had long back 

assured that fruit and vegetable wholesale 

market would be shifted to Bandra-Kurla Complex, 

no provision therefor has been made in the 

Annual Works Programme. The Chairman informed 

the meeting that this issue is still under 

Government's consideration. 

(2) Refering to village improvement scheme in 

Greater Bombay, it was observed that plans and 

estimates for providing the proposed amenities 

are still not ready. It was urged that this 

should be expedited so that the amount allocated 

for the year 1983-84 cculd be spent for providing 

civic amenities. 

The Authority then passed the following Resolution :- 

RESOLUTION NO.214  : 

Resolved that (a) the Annual works Programme for 

the year 1983-84 presented with this note is approved 

and (b) the Standing Committee is hereby authorised to 

accord approval to the details of the schemes included 

in the Annual Works Programme. 

Item No.13  : Annual Budget Estimates for 1 983-84.  

The Authority considered the Item and passed the 

following 	 
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following Resolution :— 

RESOLUTION NO.215  : 

Resolved that 4 he Annual Budget Estimates in respect 

of the financial year 1983-84 and the Revised Estimates for 

1982-83 showing estimates receipts and disbursements of the 

Metropolitan Authority, are approved under Section 23(1) of 

the BMRDA Act, 1974. 

Resolved further that the Authority do hereby 

delegate the power to the Standing Committee to sanction 

schemes, surveys, etc., not included in the works Progra=e, 

estimated to cost not more than Rs.10 lakhs in each case and 

to authorise the incurring of any expenditure not exceeding 

the same limit, in respect of which provision has not been 

made in the approved budget, subject to a report of such 

cases being made to the Pathority at the next meeting. 

Resolved further that the respective Functional 

Boards are authorised to sanction the details of the schemes 

involving surveys and investigations for which provision 

has been made in the budget. 

Resolved further that the authorities competent to 

sanction the creation of posts are authorised to create 

posts, which are not included in the establishment schedule 

to the budget provided that the expenditure on such posts 

can be met from the total provision for salaries and 

allowances to the sta -Pf made in the budget. 

Item No.15 : Appointment of three Members on the 
Standing Committee of the B.M.R.D.A.  

Consideration of this Item was again deferred. 

At this stage, issue regarding water supply to 

Bhayander by the Bombay Municipal Corporation was raised. 

Pointing out that Bombay Municipal Corporation had agreed 

to supply 50,000 gallons of water per day to Bhayander 

area, it was requested that the Bombay Municipal 

Corporation should be prevailed upon to observe the 

agreement. The Municipal Commissioner, Bombay Municipal 

Corporation explained that presently the Bombay 

Municipal Corporation is not in a position to supply 

water 
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water to its areas in , P 1  an6 'R' ',ards and Commencement 

Certificates for constructions in this area are also 

not issued on this account. Due to the general 

scarcity of water with Bombay Municipal Corporation, 

Municipal Commissioner expressed his inability to fulfil 

the comitment. 

The meeting then concluded after a vote thanks 

to the Chair.
