(2) Creation of two pogts in lieu of now non-

existent posts (1) Member-Secretary, H.U.R.E. Board 

and (2) Member-Secretary, T. & C. Board were agreed 

to subject to changes in designations as in (1) above. 

(3) The Authority did not agree with the proposal 

to keep cars at the disposal of the four Chiefs. andto 

allow them private use of the said cars on payment of 

Rs.150/- p.m. subject to maximum 500 k.m. Instead, they 

directed that as suggested by the Financial Adviser, 
the three cars meant for the Chairman of the erstwhile 

Functional Boards should now be considered as staff 

cars and these cars be parked in the compound of the Griha 

Nirman Bhavan where the Office of the Bombay Metropolitan 

Region Development Authority is located at present. 

(4) The Authority considered the submissions made 

at para 9 of the Item Note but did not agree with the 
proposal. Instead, they directed that as and when the 

need is felt, the Metropolitan Commissioner should 

approach the Government for recruitment of Deputy 

Metropolitan Commissioner and the appropriate Authority 

for' recruitment of Personnel Officer. The Authority 

noted that the present incumbent of the Secretary, 

Executive Committee is discharging the responsibilities 

of two full time jobs and he was being paid additional 

remuneration equal to 20% of his presumptive Pay by way 

of charge allowance. The Authority directed that in 

case the Metropolitan Commissioner was of the opinion 

that this charge allowance was not adequate compensa- __ 
tion for the present incumbent, he should come with a 
full proposal to the Authority with the justification 

for enabling the Authority to consider the matter 

and decide.
