While presenting the item before the Meeting, the 

Metropolitan Commissioner stated that there was a long 
standing practice to place such items before the Authority 

with the recommendations of the Executive Committee, though 

legally no such recommendation is required. He further 

stated that as per the instructions from the Deputy Chief 
Minister and Chairman, BMRDA, the Item was placed directly 

before the Authority and that in case Authority desired 

to ascertain the view points of the Executive Committee 

before finally taking a decision, the Item might be 

permitted to be withdrawn. 

The Chairman stated that this matter had been under 

active consideration of Government and other concerned 

bodies for a long time. Government had almost made up 

its mind in the matter. He, therefore, suggested that 

the Authority should consider the item directly. 

The Authority then proceeded with the consideration 

of the Item. During the course of discussion, the 

Secretary, Housing and Special Assistance Department, 

pointed out that in respect of reconstruction under-
taken by the Maharashtra Housing and Area Development 

Authority, there was inter alia , a condition to the 

effect that the area of a tenemant in a reconstructed 

-  building shall not exceed 70 square metres in any case.  

He, therefore, suggested that similar condition might 

be incorporated in the proposed amendment to the 

Development Control Rules and the proposed draft 

amendment to the Notification under Section 13 of the 

BMRDA Act, 1974. 

The Managing Director, CIDCO suggested that an 

additional condition requiring a landlord to give an 

undertaking to the effect that he will accommodate all 

the existing tenants of the building should be imposed 

while allowing reconstruction of a building. He also 

suggested that user of wholesale establishments (including 

godowns) in the reconstructed building should not be 

allowed. After prolonged discussion, the Authority 

passed 



passed the following Resolution :-

"Resolved that the Authority do, in exercise of 

its powers under sub-section (1) of Section 13 of the
