Item No,l : Confirmation of the minutes of
the last (32nd) Meeting.

The minutes were confirmed.

Item No,2 : Action taken on the minutes of
the last (32nd) Meeting.

The action taken report was noted by the
Authority.

Item No.3 : Disposal of commercial and residential
plots in 'E' Block of the Bandra-Kurla
Complex,

The Authority considered the Item Note. As
regards allotument of 3 Commercial plots, it was decided
that one plot each be allotted to the Accountant General,

Maharashtra; the Keralé Government; and the National
Bank for Agriculture and Rural Development (NABARDY,

- with the stipulation that in cdse the Kerala Government
fails to respond to the offer within 3 months, the plot
should be allotted by the Metropolitan Commissioner to
the Government of Coa, Daman and Diu. If for any
reason thaf Government also does not respond within
three months, the plot may be allotted to Aecountant’
General as per his request.

As regards 2 residential plots, it was decided
to allot one plot each to the Post Master General,
Maharashtra Circle; and the Unit Trust of India. The
Authority accordingly passed the following Resolution ¢=

RESOLUTION NO,248 :

"Regsolved that in exercise of the powers
conferred under sub-section (2) of Section 3 of the
BMRDA Act, 1974, the Authority hereby approves that
three available Commercial plots in 'E' Block of the
Bandra-Kurla Complex be allotted one each to the
Accountant General, Maharashtra; the Kerala Government;
and the National Bank for Agriculture and Rural
Development (NABARD), on the premium of Rse2,800/~ per
F.S.I. square metre, and that in the case of failure
as mentioned in the minutes, one of the plots be
further allotted in the manner indicated therein, on

' the same premium, and the Metropolitan Commissioner be
authorised to take further action in making necessary
offers to the applicants as approved by the Authority.

"Resolved further that the orders passed under
Authority's Resolution, No.229, dated 3rd October, 1983, )
so far as they relate to the allotment of two residential
plets to the Income Tax Department be rescinded. The
Authority in exercise of the powers conferred under
sub-section (2) of Section 3 of the Act, hereby
approves allotment of two available residential plots
in 'E!

Item No.,5 : Area Development Scheme at Pawai in
Greater Bombay - Participation of
the land-holders in development,

During the course of discussion on this item, it
was pointed out that even if the BMRDA leased the land
to the original owners as contemplated in the Item Note,
the provisions of the Urban Land (Ceiling and Regulations)
Act, 1976 would apply and the respective lessees would
be required to approach Government in the matter., In
view of the above, the proposal underlying the Item Note
was not acceptable.

The Chairman desired that the matter will have

to be considered in detail and it would have to be

- ascertained as to whether the proposal underlying the
Item Note or the general scheme framed by the Government
under the Urban Land (Ceiling and Regulations) Act, is
beneficial to the BMRDA and/or the State Government.
It was, therefore, decided to defer consideration pf
the Item to a subsedquent meeting of the Authority.

Item No.6 : Allotment of land at Panchpakhadi,
Tahsil Thane to the proposed Co-operative
Housing Society of the BMRDA Staff,

During the course of discussion on this item, some
members desired that the views of the Financial Adviser of
the BMRDA should be obtained on the proposal. It was
also desired that valuation of the land be got done from
the Director of Town Planning. Both the suggestions
were agreed to and to facilitate compliance thereof
further consideration of the Item was postponed to the
subsequent meeting of the Authority.

The Managing Director, CIDCO, stated that
. BMRDA (Disposal of Iand) Regulations, 1977 were-operated
by the Standing Committee, Since the Standing Committee
was abolished, the modality of following these rules by
the Authority in respect of land disposal would have to
be decided.

The Metropolitan Commissioner clarified that -
the regulations in question were framed by the Authority
under the powers vested in it by which powers in respect
of land disposal were delegated to the Standing Committee.
On- the abolition of the Standing Committee the delegated
powers automatically stood reverted to the Authority.
However, these Regulations served as guidelines.
Amendment to these Regulations would be submitted in
due course.,
