Item 	Disposal and determination of premium 
for Commercial Plots C-23 and C-24 and 
Residential Plot No.I in 'E' Block of 

Bandra Kuria Complex. 

Placing the item for consideration, the 

Metropolitan Commissioner informed that the collector, 

Central Excise (I), Bombay has sent a Cheque of due 

amount to this Authority in respect of the payment towards 

the transfer of the plot. The payment has been made 

despite Authority's express understanding to him that 

the allotment of the said plot shall be subject to the 

approval of the Bombay Metropolitan Region Development 

Authority. 

After consideration of the item, the Authority 

decided to allot Commercial Plots to (1) The Collector, 

Central Excise(I), Bombay and (2) Asstt.Director, 

Subsidiary Intelligence Bureau, Govt. of India on each 

respectively and one Residential Plot to the Collector, 

Central Excise(I), Bombay. Similarly, the Authority also
