The Chairmen obgerved that the 37th meéting of
the futhority, minutes of which wore on the agenda for
confirmation, was held on 8th dpril, 1985 for the
speeific purpose of ratifying the decisions taken by the
duthority by circulation in its 36th meeting.- However,
in the 37th meeting, the decisions taken by circulstion
on 6 items\in the, 36th meeting bearing Resolutions
Nos.276, 277, 282, 284, 285 =ng 286 were substantively
modificd, Chairnan clarified that the correct legal
porsition on this matter is that a decision taken by
circulation cannot bhe substatively modifiad in the
meeting called to ratify that decision,
