existing rate of R5.150/- itself was a concession. Some
Members emphagized that exemption from channelisation
charges to the Low Income Group housing would further
arode BMRDA's already narrow fund base and hence ways

and means for augmenting BMRDA's fund should be explored.
I+t was particularly underlined that Governmert should be
prevailed upon to make available to BMRDA at least the
statutory amount of Bs.5/- crores annually.
