At the outset, the Authority condoled the sad and 
sudden demise of Shri H.R. Bhugra, an erstwhile member of 
the Authority and observed one minute's silence. The 
Authority then passed a resolution placing on record its 
deep sense of loss and sorrow at the passing away of 
Shri Bhugra -  (Annexure). 

The Chairman then cordially welcomed Dr. Ramesh 
Y. Prabhoo, the new Mayor of Bombay, and Shri Pushpakant 
A. Mhatre, Chairman, Standing Committee, Bombay Municipal 

Corporation and placed on record the appreciation of

Item No. 1 o Confirmation of the minutes of the

The minutes were confirmed. 

Item No. 2 : Wholesale Dry Fish .  Market at 
Sewree - Shifting of - 

	

2.1. 	While introducing the Item, the Metropolitan 

Commissioner stated that presently Dry Fish Market is 

situated at Sewree on 1.7 hectares of land. Nearly 

90% of the commodity comes to the Market by road 

transport while 7% by Railway and 3% by Sea. Similarly, 

the outflow from the existing market to various 

destinations is predominantly by road transport (90%) and 

only 7% by Railway and 3% by Sea. The land requirement 

for new market, including future expansion, is 

approximately 6 hectares and the location needs to be 

easily accessible by road but away from the residential 

locality. He also referred to the objective of the 

Authority to decongest the activities from South Bombay 

and bring about environmental improvement. He pointed 

out that eventhough CIDCO has not made any provision 

for locating a wholesale dry fish market in New Bombay 

where other wholesale markets such as onion and potato 

market, wholesale .vegetable and fruits market, iron and 

steel markets etc. are being shifted, it should not be 

difficult for CIDCO to set aside suitable land for 

locating wholesale Dry Fish Market as well. 

	

2.2. 	The merits of possible alternative locations 

viz. Vashi and Wadala Anik were debated at length. The 

members fet that since Wadala Anik is in the Island 

City and BMRDA's general policy is to decongest the 

Island City, it will not be desirable to locate the 

Wholesale Dry Fish Market in Wadala Anik. It was 

pointed out that since Dry Fish is transported mainly 

by road, trucks bringing dry fish into Bombay and 

distributing

distributing it to other areas accentuate the congestion 

in Bombay City and hence it is desirable to shift the 

Market to New Bombay. Moreover, the problem of smell 

flies, etc. in heavily congested residential areas of the 

Island City caused by existence of Dry Fish Market will 

not be solved if the market is located in Wadala-Anik. 

As against this, New Bombay has the necessary infrastruc-

ture which is developed to cater to the needs of other 

wholesale markets being shifted to New Bombay. The 

Authority, therefore, decided that the Wholesale Dry 
Fi sh Market should be located at Turbhe - Vashi on a 

suitable plot of about 6 hectares to be set aside by CIDOO 

for the purpose. Managing Director, CIDCO also agreed to 

allocate a suitable plot for the purpose.

Item No. 3 : Shifting of Wholesale Iron & 
Steel Market to Kalamboli -
Sub-Market Yards - Extension of 
operational period of 
Sub-Market Yards. 

   

The Authority considered the Item Note and decided 

that in order to enable CIDCO/traders to complete remaining 

items of work. such. as toilet blocks/water fountains/ 

compound wall, etc., and bring about smooth transition 

without neediese dislocation and inconvenience in the 

wholesale trade of iron and steel, the existing places 

where the wholesale iron and steel trade is conducted and 

which were earlier declared as Sub-Market Yards till 

30th April, 1987 be continued as Sub-Market Yards for a 

further period ending 31st December, 1987. Accordingly, 

the Authority passed the following Resolution : 

RESOLUTION Nth . 344 

"Resolved that in exercise of the powers conferred 
by sub-Section (1) of Section 3 of the Bombay Metropolitan 
Region Specified Commodities Markets (Regulation of 

Location) Act, 1983, the BiaRDA hereby extends the period 

of the Sub Market Yards declared under Notification 

No.TCP/MM/I&S/816, dated 29.12.1986 for a further period 

from 1.5.1987 till 31.12.1987 immediately after which all 

wholesale trading activities in Iron and Steel shall be 

conducted only from Kalamboli in New Bombay.

Item No. 4 : Notification under Section 13 of 
the B.M.R.D.A. Act, 1974 - 
Modification of so as to exclude 
area of proposed Truck Terminal 
at Wadala from the operation of 
the Notification. 

While introducing the Item, the Metropolitan 

Commissioner stated that for the present the existing 

Notification issued under Section 13 of the B.M.R.D.A. 

Act, 1974 needs to be modified only to the extent of 

excluding the land situated or lying in City Survey 

Nos.5, 6 (part), 1/6 (part), 3/6 (part), 7 (part), 8, 

9 (part), and 83 of village Wadala in so far as the 

development is connected with or related to the 

establishment of the Truck Terminal by the BMRDA. The 
rest of the modifications, even though natural corollary 

to modifications of relevant Development Control Rules 

for Greater Bombay by the State Government, be considered 
while extending, if necessary, the tenure of the 

Notification for a further period from 11.10.1987. The 

Authority accordingly, passed the following Resolution 

RESOLUTION NO.345 :

It was decided in'principle 

that a separate plot of land may be carved out of existing 

developed commercial land in 'G' Block located adjacent 

to Kalina Campus of Bombay University for allotment to 

Maharashtra Public Service Commission within 3 months 

or so by which time Maharashtra Public Service Commission 

is expected to secure funds for buying a plot. 

Table  Item  No.2 : Leave Travel Assistance 
for BMRDA ia,ployees. 

The Authority considered the Item Note. While 

one member supported the proposal, several other members 

were of the view that since pay and allowances of the 

BMRDA employees are identical with those of Government 

employees, the Leave Travel Concession to BMRDA employees 

should continue to be granted as per Government orders. 

Some members felt that the proposal to grant Leave Travel 

Assistance at rates and on terms prevailing in Bombay 

Municipal Corporation involves an issue of larger policy 

particularly in view of its possible repercussions on 

other organisations who have not adopted the Bombay 

Municipal Corporation pattern of Leave Travel Assistance, 

etc. In view of this, further consideration of the item 

was deferred.
