During the course of discussion on this item, the 	 hi;

(1) Referring to the proposal to allow existing 	 Its office with equal or less area in the 	 Acti n 

reconstructed building in the Island City,, 	 Adm 
it was felt that in the absence of authentic 	Divi 
data about existing offices, their exact areas 	Unit 
and locations in the Island City, it would be 
highly difficult to implement this proposal. 
It was decided to make a suitable reference in 
this respect to the State Government for 
necessary action. 

As regards the proposal to permit inter-
chanp.e of office and residential user from one 
location to another within the Island City, 
the Authority felt that such a step may lead 
to creation of additional office space in the 
Island City, since there will be a high 
probability that existing office spaces will 
be continued as office spaces even after the 
particular offices occupying them are shifted 
to alternative locations. 

(2) Referring to para.1 of Annexure-I to the Item 
Note viz. Government letter in Housing and 
Special Assistance Department, dated 1.12.1984 
regarding grant of accommodation to occupants 
in new buildings constructed by landlords/ 
residents of old and dilapidated cessed 
buildings, it was suggested that instead of 
giving them area equal to carpet area occupied 
by them in old buildings they should be given 
area equal to built-up area. It was decided 
to refer this suggestion for the State 
Government's consideration. 

The Authority then considered the draft Notification 

appended as Annexure-III to the Item Note and approved the 

same by passing the following Resolution : 

RESOLUTION NO.347 : 
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"Resolved that in partial modification of the earlier 

orders passed in the matter, the Authority in exercise of 

its powers conferred by sub-section (1) of Section 13 of 

the BIIRDA Act, 1974, and all other powers enabling, it in 

this behalf hereby approves of the issue of the draft 

Notification (Annexure-III) appended to Item Note, as 
proposed. 
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"Resolved further that the Metropolitan Commissioner 

be authorised to have tho said Notification published in 

the Maharashtra Government Gazette duly authenticated under 

his hand in exercise of the powers conferred by Section 7A 
of the said Act." 

Item No.4 o Draft Development Plan for the area in 
Blocks III to VI of BBR - Publication of - 

While introducing the item, the Metropolitan 

Commissioner informed the meeting that, with a view to 

preventing unauthorised reclamation in the Backbay Area as 

also for arresting the problem of silting, the BMRDA had 
prepared and published draft proposals for water front 

development known as "Backbay Beautification Sch?me". 

After following the normal procedure the same was submitted 

to the Governent on 30.4.1985 for approval. However, 

Government vide its letter in Urban Development Department, 
No.BBR-1085/1907/UD-5, dated 21.4.1986 requested BRDA to 
recast the said scheme in the light of the proposed location 

of the Indira Gandhi Statue in Nariman Point area and 

forward Draft Revised Plan for Backbay Reclamation area to 

Government after incorporating the Beautification Scheme 
proposals. The Draft Development Plan proposals which are 
now placed before the Authority accordingly include the 

Backbay Beautification Scheme proposals also and in fact 
form an integral part of it. In the Draft Development Plan 

certain modifications/additions have been made to the Draft 

Development Plan proposals earlier prepared and published 

by Municipal Corporation of Greater Bombay. 

The Authority then considered the Draft Development 
Plan proposals : 

(1) Garden for_ Indira Gandhi Statue : 

The proposal of the Public Works Department to reclaim 

an area admeasuring 1.96 hectares on the South of NCPA plot 

area Nariman Point for erection of a large size statue of 

Smt. Indira Gandhi with a garden around it was considered 
and approved. 

(2) Plot 	 



(2) Plot No„A96_,- BEST 

The Authority noted that this plot was originally 

allotted to the Income Tax Department, but subsequently 
in 1979, Govern_ ont took a well considered decision to 

resume the plot from the Income Tax Department and allot 

the same to the BEST for putting up a critically needed 

bus station there. The proposal to earmark the plot for 

BEST as also for parking of NTDC buses was, therefore, 
approved by Me Authority. 

(3) Plot No.86_: 

The Authority decided that this plot be withdrawn 

from Hotel President who were using it for private purpose 

and allow the same to be developed as public garden by 

Municipal Corporation of Greater Bombay, 

(4) 60' wide East-West Road connecting 
G,en, Bhosale Marg and Netaji Subhash 
Road in Block-III.  

This by-pass road is proposed on the basis of traffic 

survey conducted by BMRDA. It has been planned principally 

to provide East-West by-pass for the traffic to and from 

Colaba (South) and Cuffe Parade and destined to points 

accessible via Netaji Subhash Road thereby avoiding congested 

internal road in Block-III of Backbay Reclamation and also 

to provide badly needed relief to the heavily used Madame 	ion 
Cama Road, passing in front of Mantralaya. 	 ds-

The ILutacrity was also apprised of the suggestion 

made by Public Works Department to terminate the by-pass 

near the South lest corner of NCPA plot. 

The Authority felt that if the suggestion of the 

Public Works Department is accepted the very purpose of 

constructing the by-pass will be defeated because the 

traffic between Netaji Subhash Road and Jagannath Bhonsale 

Marg will be forced to enter Block III of the Backbay 

Reclamation Scheme which will further aggravate the 

already prevailin traffic congestion on the Block-III 
roads. 

Tho Authority, therefore, approved the by-pass road 

as proposed in the Item Note. 

The 	 
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The Chairman, BMRDA made a suggestion to provide 
underground sub-way both for vehicular and pedestrian traffic, 
from Mantralaya to tho Council Hall. He stated that if found 
feasible the cozie bo incorporated in the Draft Development 
Plan proposal. It was agreed to examine this suggestion 
from engineering, traffic and planning, angles. 

Members stated that they would need more time to study 
in depth the remaining proposals contained in the Draft 
Development Plan Proposals. Chairman accordingly decided' 
that consideration of the remaining proposals be deferred 
for the time being. It was, however, decided that since the 
Authority is already seized of the matter, no now proposals/ 
changes if suggested by Government Departments, be now 
incorporated in the Draft Development Plan Proposals already 
under submission to the Authority.
