Item  No.5  : Disposal of Commercial Plot 
No. C-19 in 'E' Block of 

Bandra-Kurla Complex.  

The Authority noted that as per the 

decision taken in its 44th Meeting, held on 

27th April, 1987 the Commercial Plot No.C-19 

was offered to Maharashtra State Electricity 

Board (MSEB) through a formal letter of offer, 

dated 20th May, 1987. However, the MSEB could 

not make payment as specified in the letter of 

offer on account of their financial difficulties. 

It was also noted that the MSEB had approached 

Chairman, BMRDA, to permit them to make payment 

of the premium in 10 instalments. Considering 

the problems and difficulties faced by MSEB, the 

Authority decided that as a special case, 

particularly in view of the fact that MSEB is a 

State Government Undertaking providing vital 

utility service, the offer made to it should be 

revalidated and it should be allowed to make the 

payment of the premium due together with interest 

at the rate of 15% per annum on delayed payment 

as follows :- 

(i) An amount of Rs.1 crore on _or' 

before 31st December, 1987; and 

(ii) Remaining amount of premium 

alongwith interest due, to be 

paid in five equal monthly 

instalments.
