4.1. 	The Authority noted that in its 45th Meeting, held 
on the 4th September, 1987 it had accorded approval to 
following draft Development Plan proposals :

(2) Plot No.196 - BEST : 

The proposal to earmark plot No.196 for BST as 
also for parking of MTDC buses. 

60' wide East-West by-pass Road 
connecting Gen. Bhonsale Marg 
and Netaji Subhash Marg.  

The proposal of the above mentioned by-pass road 
as proposed in the Item Note was approved with a view to 
easing traffic congestion on Jagannath Bhosale Marg and on 
Madame Cama Road in front of Mantralaya. 

4.2. 	The Authority then considered and took decisions 
on the following draft Development Plan proposals : 

Plot for Receiving Station of 
Tata Electric Co.  
The Metropolitan Commissioner stated that in view 

rapid load growth experienced in Backbay Reclamation 
(BBRS) it was considered necessary to establish an 

EHV bulk Receiving Station in the area to meet the loads with 
a high degree of reliability and security. He pointed out 
that M/s. Tata Electric Co. (TEC) have a proposal to establish 
a 220 KV Receiving Station at Backbay. According to TEC, in 
order to achieve overall economy of power supply to the 
consumers of Bombay, it is essential that this EHV station 
should be loCated in close proximity of FIF.ST's proposed

distribution centre on Plot .149-150 in Block III of 

BBRS. Eventhough TEC had indicated that their 
requirement was for a plot of '5,000 square metres 

they had subsequently clarified that in view of 

extreme paucity of suitable space in BBRS, they 

would accommodate the proposed EHV bulk Receiving 

Station on a plot with a minimum area of 3500 

square metres, witti, a multi-storey layout for various 
electrical equipments.. They had also stated that_ 

the.proposed'Receiving Station would be completely 

safe with automatic protection and controls and 
that it would also be environmentally compatible. 

TEC had further clarified in their letter, dated 
9.8.4-987 that they would not be required to reclaim 

the , :Whole plot as the proposed ReCetving Station 

'would be partly underground. It was, therefore, 

proposed to carve out and earmark a plot of about 

3500 square metres to the west of plots Nos.149-150 

in Block III Of BBRS earlier allotted to BEST, for . , 

accommodating the EHV Receiving Station of TEC. 

Shri Chandrashekhar Prabhu pointed out 

that earlier Government in Urban Development Department 

had reserved a plot for a power receiving station on 

the eastern side of Jagannath BhosaWlarg which is 
outside the jurisdiction .of BMRDA as2Special Planning 

Authority. It was, therefore, strange that Government 

had now suggested that that reservation for power 
• 

receiving station should be shifted on a. plot of land 

on the western side of Jagannath'Bh2a 
ale Marg which 

t 
falls within the purview  -

of BMRDA a Special 

Planning Authority (SPA) .  He alleged that Government 

desired this change of reservation in order to favour 

a private co-operative housing society floated by 

Dr. Raja Ramanna to whom it wishes to allot the plot 
earlier reserved for Receiving Station. He strongly 
objected to private interest being allowed to prevail 

over public utility. In this connection it was pointed 

out that as early as in 1981 TEC had approached the 

Government in Revenue & Forests Department with a' 

specific request that the plot of land on the east 

side of Jagannath Bhosale Marg (which falls outside

SPA) should be allotted to them for 

putting up a EHV Receiving Station. 
Shri Chandrashekhar Prabhu, 

therefore, strongly opposed the proposal 
to shift the reserva-

tion for EHV bulk receiving station to 
the proposed loca' 

in Block III of BBRS. 

There was considerable discussion on this matte/ 

Municipal Commissioner, Shri Tinaikar 
stated that .the 

relevant issue to be considered 
was whether TEC's pr, _nt 

request to earmark 
a suitable plot of land in the proximity 

of plots 149-150 already 
allotted to BEST, was reasonable or 

not, taking into account 
the fact that it would be advantageous 

from economic point of 
view if TEC's Receiving Station is 

looted adjacent to BEST'S 
proposed power distribution centre. 

After further discussion, the Authority decided that .  

since TEC's power receiving station would be of 
a vital public 

utility which would serve the critical power needs of Backbay 

ReclaMation Area which is an extremely 
high demand area, the 

proposal to earmark r. plot of land admeasuring approx. 3500 

square metres to the west of Plots 
Nos.149-150 should be 

approved as proposed. 

N.C.P.A. Plot  :
