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At the outset, the Chairman expressed deep 

surprise and regret at the fact that vital contents 

of the agenda items were being leaked out almost 

verbatim to the press which created avoidable 

embarassment to the Authority and the Government. 

He emphasised that it is thebounden duty of the 

Authority members as well as concerned officers to 

ensure that secrecy and confidentiality of the 

contents of the agenda items were strictly.aad 

scrupulously maintained. While it may, be difficult 

to identify the exact source of leakage, it was 

significant thatTthe leakage had occured soon after 

the agenda items were circulated to the Authority 

members, He pleaded that the members as well as 

officers should'Consciously andsLL-±a7tlymaintain 

the sanctity of the agenda.items circulated to them 

and whatever views they wish to express should be 

done frankly and forth-rightly in camera and not 

to the press.

Shri Tinaikar suggested that in respect of 

proposals concerning minor modifications to Development 

Plan proposals, whenever a report is submitted to 

Government after giving hearings to the parties who 

file their suggestions and objections, a copy of the

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same should be placed before the 
Authority for its information. 

This was approved. 

Shri Chandrashekhar Prabhu pointed out that it 
was 

necessry to prepare, as soon as possible, block plans for 

the areas 
such as Vasai-Virar Notified Area and Knlyan Complex 

Notified 
Area for which BMRDA has been appointed as the Special 

Planning; Authority. The Metropolitan Commissioner pointed out 

that the 
work of preparation of block plans etc. could not be 

progressed because 
of acute dearth of technical personnel with 

BMRDA. 
He mentioned that a detailed proposal had been submitted 

to the 
Government for sanctioning the requisite planning staff 

and 
also for engaging the services of outside consultants till 

the staff proposal is sanctioned and suitable personnel actually 

become 
available to BMRDA on regular basis. Since the work of 

preparation of block plans and Development Plans deserves high 
priority, the Authority authorised the Metropolitan Commissioner 

to engage the services of the 
consultants ns may be necessary 

till regular staff is sanctioned and recruited.

Item No.5  : Draft Development Plan for 
Backbay Reclamation Scheme 
Blocks III to VI. 

Initiating discussion on this item, 

Metropolitan Commissioner pointed out that the 

item..7/- 
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item relating to Draft Development Plan proposals for Backbay 

ReClamation Scheme Blocks III to VI for which BMRDA is the 

Special Planning Authority was placed before the Authority 
for its consideration and approval as early as on 4th September 

1987 and thereafter in 4 subsequent meetings of the Authority. 

This is the 6th time that the item was being placed before 

the Authority for its consideration:. So far, in the previous 

meetings, the Authority had taken decisions on only a few 

pronosels placed before it from time to time, while decisions 

on a number of other proposals still remained to be taken. 

Metropolitan Commissioner stated that since the proposals 

haVe been before the Authority for over two years and since 

it is necessary to take decisions on all the proposals placed 

before the Authority as early as possible, the members may 

kindly apply their minds to the proposals placed before them 

and take decisions they may deem appropriate. He further 

mentioned that some of the proposals did involve some amount 

of reclamation for reasons explained in the agenda note. 

The Authority members were therefore request,Id to consider 

proposals on their objective merits and decide whether even 

the minimal reclamation which has been proposed in order to 

erect a protective sea wall and promenade for preventing 

unauthorised reclamation and encroachments, for preventing 

reclamation .due to the natural process of siltation, and 

for smor, thening the reclamation boundary, etc. should be 

approved or not. Metropolitan Commissioner further stated 

that the approval of the Authority to the proposals, with 

or without modifications, will be only for publishing them 

for inviting suggestions and objections from the public. 

As per.the prescribed procedure, the parties who may file 

their objections/suggestions will be given the necessary 

hearing by the Planning Committee which will be constituted 

by the Authority and then the Planning Committee will make 

a suitable report to the Authority. Thereafter, the Authority 

will consider the entire proposal together with the report 

of the Planning Committee and make final recommendations to 

the Government. Government in turn will consider the 

recommendations made by the Authority and sanction the Draft 

Development Plan proposals with or without modifications. 

Hence, both the Authority and the Government will have 

sufficient..8/- 
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sufficient opportunity to review the proposals on merits 

`efore taking final decisions. 	 were th 

Shri B.A. Desai, Minister of State (UD) expressed 
the view that the Authority should not be inhibited by the 
decision taken by the Government way back in 1979 to freeze 
lurther ruclamatIon. He mentioned that, historically 
reclamation has been an ongoing process and if at any time 

it becomes necessary to undertake further reclamation for 

removing the deficiencies in infrastructure, providing 

better amenities and facilities to the citizens etc. one 

should not shy away from further reclamation. He further 
stated that for ensuring fast and smooth flow of traffic and 

peoole.the .proposed by-pass road as well as the sea wall 
and promenade should be straightened even if it means 
Undertaking much More reclamation than what was proposed  
He ;expressed the view that .the. Authority and the Govlarnmcnt 

must respond_to the demands of changing situations and 
avoid a rigid and inflexible approach in regard to • 

desirability. as well as the quantum of reclamation. 

Shri Ramdas Nayak, Chairman, Standing Committee, 

MCGB, while supporting the views expressed by Shri B.A. Desai, 
stated that a large number of Govt. employees who are living in 

far away 'suburbs but working in Mantralaya and other offices 

located in the Fort area should be provided residential 
accommodation in Backbay area and for this purpose additional 
reclamation may be done. He said this would lessen the 
strain on transport infrastructure which was already over-
strained. However, by way of caution he suggested that the 
Central Water and Power Research Station (CWPRS), Pune, or the 
National Institute of Oceanography kNIO), Panaji, should be 
consulted before actual reclamation is undertaken in order 
to ensure that the proposed reclamation will not result in 
ecological damage in other places such as Versova, etc. 

The Metropolitan Commissioner expressed the view 

that additional reclamation in the Backbay area for providing 
• 	large scale staff housing for Government employees would go 

counter to the accepted policy of decongestion of the Island 
City and would also put additional burden on the existing 
civic services and amenities such as water supply and 
drainage.

Individual proposals. placed before the Authority 

were then taken up for consideration : 

Plot No,153 A - 153 B  : 

It was seen that plot Nos.153 A - 153 B between the 

new MLA's hostel and the proposed by-pass road connecting 

Jagannath Bhosnle Barg and Netaji Subhnsh Rrind would gut 

automatically reclaimed over a period of time due.to siltation, 

unauthorised,dumping, etc. It was, therefore, felt that it 

would be .better to properly reclaim these plots - and use them 

for garden and parking purposes. However, Shri Chandrashekhar 

Pr9bhu• was of the'vieq-that these plots should not be reclaimed 

and the by-pass road should be aligned in such a manner that 

there will be no -need to reclaim these plots. However, other 

members felt that if the road alignment is-made.in a zig-zag 

manner it will inhibit the movement of traffic and slow down 

its speed, thereby .  causing avoidable bottlenecks and congestion. 

After 	 st-,Aut_ql on, it was finally eipni.ded that these 

plots' should be properly reclaimed and used only for gnrcif4n 

and parking purposes without any eating facilities. 

Plot Nos.240 - 240A  : 

Shri Chandrashekhar Prabhu expressed the.view that 

these plots should be reserved exclusively for parking and no 

commercial User as recommended by the Urban Development 
Department should be permitted on them. He was of the opinion 

that car parking by itself would become on economically viable 

propositiop as there was considerable demand for car parking 

spaces in that area and it would easily be possible to lease/ 

hire out car parking spaces on very attractive terms. 

Shri Tinaikar expressed the view that if commercial user was 

combined with car parking there was the risk that eventually 

commercial user will become predominant and car parking 

would become only incidental. After further discussion it 

was decided that plot Nos.240 - 240A should be reserved 

for car parking, petrol pump and auto servicing facility only. 

Plot No.220-A  : 

The proposal to complete reclamation of plot 

No.220-A (which is already partly reclaimed) was approved 

and it was decided that it should be used only for parking 

purposes. The proposal to use it partly for eating house 

facility ..10/-

was - not approved. 

Plot Nos. 144-: 
The, proposal to marginally . reclaim this land 

toprovide proper•shore•line and to use the plots for 

nrden:purpodes was approved. 

Plot No.239-A'; 
The proposal to earmark this plot for parking 

rcsc was approved. 

Plot.No. 

The proposal to earmark this plot for department 

store and parking was not approved. It was decided that 

this plot should be earmarked for parking only. 

-Plct Nos 106 to 108 : 
The proposal. to do marginal reclamation of these 

plots to bring them ,  in line with neighbouring pirrts 

to earmark the same for garden was approved. 

Plot No. 109  
The proposal to do marginal reclamation of this 

plot to bring it in line with neighbouring plots and to 

earmark.the•same for• garden was approved. 

PlotNos.139 to 142  : 
Proposal to retain fishermen's 

was approved. 
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Plot No.86  : 
The Metropolitan Commissioner pointed out that 

there was criticism in the press regarding decision taken 

by the Authority in its, earilier meeting held on 29.8.1988 
to earmark this plot for private market/department store. 

In this connection he pointed out that BEST had come up 
with a request to earmark this plot for establishing a 

33 KVA sub-station. In view of this, Metropolitan 
Commissioner raised the question whether the Authority 

would like to review its earlier decision to earmark the 
plot for private market/department store and reserve it 

for BEST. 

Shri Tinaikar pointed out that the plot was 

earlier..11/- 
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earlier allotted by Government in Revenue Department to the 

MCGB for construction of municipal market. However, the 

residents of the area were opposed to the setting up of a 

municipal market on the plot since municipal markets are 

generally considered to be rather filthy and improperly 

maintained. He however, stressed that there was still a 

demand for a good market/department store like Sahakari 

Bhandar in that,L'ea to cater to the needs of different 

sections of the community. After further discussion it was 

decided that the plot should be reserved for market/ 

department store. 

As regards BEST's requirement of a suitable plot 

for establishing 33 KVA sub-station, it was suggested 

that the rectangularly shaped plot (tentatively numbered 97 E) 

admeasuring 2250 sq.mtrs. (25 mtrs. X 90 mtrs.) which forms 

extreme dead end part of the existing East-West 140 ft. wide 

road running between existing holding of transit oamp OD 

south and open land surrendered by World Trade Centre on 

the north be earmarked for BF.ST's 33 KVA receiving station. 

This was approved. 

Plot No.88-B  : 
The proposal to earmark this plot for parking 

was approved. 

Plot Nos.118 B & 119 B  : 

The proposal to do marginal reclamation of these 

plots in order to bring them in line with the existing 

plots 117 & 118 was approved. It was decided to earmark 

these plots for playground purpose. 

Plot No.120  : 
The proposal to do marginal reclamation of this 

plot for bringing it in line with neighbouring plots and to 

earmark the sine for Government housing for senior officers 

was approved. 

Plot No.87 B  : 
The proposal to do marginal reclamation of this 

plot in order to straighten the shore line and to earmark 

the same for Police Station, parade ground and essential staff 

quarters was approved. 
Plot...12/- 
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Plot No.97 D  : 

The proposal relating to this plot which involves 
reclamation of 1.02 ha. and to earmark the same for MHADA's 
transit camp was approved. 

'211:ia413Yetweenjusdeot  and existing rakash ethe.aru :  
The Authority noted that in the Draft Development 

Plan published by MCGB in 1983, the above mentioned strip 
of land was earmarked for widening Prakash Pethe Marg from 

80 ft. to 200 ft. This was proposed on the basis of present 
as well as projected traffic load generation and traffic 

circulation pattern for this area, on account of high rise 
residential developments consuming extremely high FSI in 
Navy Nagar and adjacent areas such as Cuffe Parade. The 
Authority also noted that the heavy duty traffic has 
increased substantially in front of the Colaba Bus Depot 
due to the growing fleet of BEST buses which are being 
operated from this Depot. In view of the above, the 
proposed widening of Prakash Pethe Marg has been retained 
in the BMRDA's present proposal. 

The Authority-considered the request of Bombay 
City Sainik Board to establish a Sainik Aram Griha on 

that very strip of land and decided that since this is 
already heavily congested area with BEST bus depot 
on one side and sizeable traffic emanating from Navy 
Nagar passing through the narrow existing Prakash Pethe 
Marg, no construction activity should be permitted on 

this strip of land and that it should be earmarked only 
for widening of Prakash Pethe Marg. The Authority did 
not accede to the request of Bombay City Sainik Board 
to allow them to construct Sainik Aram Griha on this 

strip of land as it will further accentuate the congestion 
and create serious traffic bottleneck. The Authority 
felt that the proposed Sainik Aram Griha could either 
be located in INS Ashwani Complex where considerable 
unutilised FSI exists or at any -other suitable place 
in Bombay Suburban District. 

The proposals contained in Annexure-B to 

Item Note which were originally included in the Draft 

Development..13/- 
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Development Plan proposals (revised) prepared by MCGB and 
were subsequently retained in the Development Plan proposals 

prepared by BMRDA. after its appointment as Special Planning 

Authority were approved. 

Shri B.K. Agarwal, Housing Secretary, pointed out 

that there is acute need for providing aqua privies/urinals 

at convenient locations in Backbay Area. After discussion, 
it was decided that in different plots reserved for parking, 

department store, etc. Sulabh SauchalayaS should also be 

provided. 

The Authority then passed the following Resolution :
