ITEM NO.  	: Draft Development Plan for Backbay 
Reclamation  Schtp21411,Blochs_IIIts2EL 
Report-Of tfie-TIdrin-ing Committee. 

The Authority vide its Resolution No.402 dated 
22nd September, 1989 had approved the publication of the Draft 

Development Plan proposals for Backbay Reclamation Area 
comprising Blocks III to VI. As per provisions of Section 26 

of the M.R. & P.P. Act, 1966 these proposals were published 

inviting suggestions and objections from the public. The 
Planning Committee appointed by the Authority consisting 

of the Municipal Commissioner, M.C.G.B., the Managing Director, 

CIDCO and the Metropolitan Commissioner, BMRDA considered the 

suggestions and objections received and had submitted its 

report for the consideration of the Authority. The Authority 

considered the various modifications suggested by the 
Planning Committee and approved them after making the 

following changes : 

(1) Authority noted that already a budget provision 
was made and work order was issued for 
construction of staff quarters on Plot No.120. 
The Authority, therefore, did not approve the 
suggestion of the Planning Committee to earmark 

the 

OM. 
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the said Plot No.120 for garden and retained 
the earlier earmarking of Government Housing on 
the plot at the present level of reclamation. 

(2) With regard to the M.T.D.C's requirement of space 
for bus parking and its tourist booking counter, 
the Authority felt that ground floor of the 
Plot No.240, 240 A which was recommended for the 
said purpose by the Planning Committee was not 
suitable. The Authority, therefore, did not 
approve the Planning Committee's said suggestion 
and instead retained the reservation of multistoried 
parking only without Petrol Pump & Auto Servicing 
facility thereon which can be developed either by 
Government or any other person/Authority.. the 
Authority also recomnended that the space for MTDC 
bus parking, booking counter etc. may be provided 
in Suburbs. 

(3) The Authority noted that on the recommendation of 
the Home Department, Government in R. & F. D. 
has inade available structure presently standing 
in/near M. Visveswaraya Research and Development 
Centre out of plot No.87 A for Police Station. 
In view of the above, the Authority agreed to 
delete earmarking Plot No.97 E for BES2-33-KVA 
Receiving Station and to relocate the same on 
Plot No.87-B on north-east boundary of existing 
BEST Depot abutting Prakash Pethe Marg. 

(4) The Authority considered the suggestion made by 
Municipal Commissioner, M.C.G.B. and the Managing 
Director, CIDCO, both members of the Planning 
Committee, to incorporate the unauthorised 
filling admeasuring about 2.6 ha. north of and 
adjoining plot Nos.117 to 119 B. Noting that the 
filling of this land had taken place after 
Government assurance on the floor of the 
Legislative Assembly to freeze further reclamation 
in Back Bay Reclamation Area and to use the land 
already reclaimed for the public purpose only, 
the Authority suggested that the various proposals 
regarding additional reclamation incorporated in 
the Development Plan prepared by BMRDA for public 
purposes such as prominade, bypass road, garden 
etc. along with the filling of the land under 
reference be brought to the notice of the 
Legislative Assembly.

10.1 During the course of discussion on this Item, the 

following main points were raised : 

(1) It was observed that even though channelisation 
works are being executed for the last many years, 
its impact on the flooding was not seen. It was 
enquired about the extent of work executed and 
the work in balance and how much time would be 
required to execute the balance work. It was 
explained that BMRDA had spent about 15.16 crores 
on channelisation and that about 66 per cent 
work was still to be executed and critical 
items were likely to take 3 more years. It 
was also explained that during the year 1991-92 
out-crop rock met within the channel during the 
earlier excavation at Drive-in-Theatre corner 
and between Vaitarna Pipe Line Bridge and 
Dharavi Bridge as also rock bed in the channel 
down stream of Mahim Causeway would be tackled 
as per site constraints. 

( 2) It 
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(2) It was stated by one of the members that even 
though BMRDA had constructed Bandra-Kurla Link 
Road (BKLR) to its full width from Kala Nagar 
Junction upto Vakola Bridge, storm water drains 
were not provided. It was further stated that 
flooding experienced this year at Kalanagar and 
near Griha Nirman Bhavan might be due to non-
provision of storm water drains along BKLR. It 
was explained that for a length of about 1 km. 
on both the sides of BKLR from its junction at 
Kalanagar storm water drains in the form of 
road side masonary were not provided. 	Block 
is served by independent system). However, no 
flooding was seen by tho side of BKLR in this 
reach. As such, there might be some other 
reason for flooding at Kalanagar and near 
Griha Nirman Bhavan. 

(3) On enquiry it was confirmed that the onstruction 
of Bridge on Mithi River which is a part of BKLR, 
work would be executed as per sanctioned alignment 
by shifting the structures coming in the alignment 
to adjoining site. 

10.2 	While concluding the discussion, the Chairman 
suggested that a Co-ordination Committee of concerned officers 

of BMRDA and the Municipal Corporation of Greater Bombay be 
immediately constituted which should from time to time 

consider various works to be executed by both the organisa-

tions, including review of implementation of such works. 

This arrangement should continue till channelisation works 

are completed. This was agreed to.
