At the outset the Chairman cordially welcomed
Shri Madan Bafna, who was attending the meeting of the
Authority for the first time after he was appointed as
Minister of State for Urban Development {ex-officio Member
of the Authority). The Chairman expresse& confidence that
with his deep knowledge of the problems of the Metropolitan .
Region and experience iﬁ public life, he would make valuable
contribution to the deliberations and decisions of the
Authority. '
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The Chairman then placed on record the valuable
service rendered by Shri Arunlal Gujrathi, ex-Minister of
State for Urban Development and observed that Shri Gujrathi,
with his rich experience, especially in financial matters,
was of immense help and guidance to the deliberations of
the Authority.

The Chairman then condoled the sad demise of Shri
B.D. Zute, ex-Minister of State for Food & Civil Supplies
& Environment, who was Member of the Authority during the

period from 28th April, 1978 to 30th November, 1978 and
again from 8th January, 1979 to 19th May, 1983. The

Authority thereafter passed a Resolution - (Annexure-I)
placing on record its deep sense of loss at the passing
away of Shri Zute by observing one minute's silence.

The Authority then proceeded with the business on
the Agenda.

ITEM NO., 1 : Confirmation of the minutes of the
last (59th) meeting of the Authority.

The action taken report was noted by the Authority.

ITEM NO. 3 ¢ Delivery of possession of land
admeasuring about 14.33 acres in
'G' Block, Bandra-Kurla Complex
to Bharat Diamond Bourse.

3.1 While introducing the item, the Metropolitan
Commissioner appraised the meeting that the office bearers
of M/s. Bharat Diamond Bourse had informed him that instead
of giving Bank guarantee foy 2/3rd amount of preminm .of

land they would make further payment in the month of Hay
1992 and that they would give Bank guarantee of the remaining
amount simultaneously. They, therefore, requested to

allow them to construct the site office on the land agreed
to be allotted to them.

32 After some discussion, it was agreed that since
1/3rd of the premiwm amount had already been paid by M/s.
Bharat Diamond Bourse, they may be allowed to construct
site office etc. and if necessary, possession of land

16«1 While introducing the item, the Metropolitan
Commissioner stated that about 80% of the transport
operators consist of persons having 2.3 trucks and that
their Associations are affiliated to the Maharashtra Rajya
Truck Tempo Tankers Bus Vahatuk Mahasangh (MRTTTBVM).
Negotiations regarding sale of plots in the Truck ferminal
were, therefore, inter-alia held with that body in response
to which they have requested allotment of plots as stated

in the Item note.

13.2 During the course of discussion on costing of land
of the IPruck Terminal, Members pointed out that items such

as share of cost of external access roads, main trunk lines
for water supply and sewerage would have to be charged %o
the project cost. It was also pointed out that similarly
cost of allied works like shifting of hutments of proposed
Sion-Koliwada Road would have to be added. Thus, it was
clear that the cost of developed land was even higher than
Rs.4,000/- per sq.mir. It was, therefore, felt that refine-
ment of costing would be necessary progressively. Inspite
of the foregoing, the Authority, however, agreed to allot

4 (Notional) plots referred to in the Item note at a
premiua of Bs.3,000/- per sq.mtr. of buildable area for land
alone, as a special case, and as an incentive to small
operators in preference to others. The Authority desired
that the said decision shall not be treated as a precedent
for future. Different premia floor-wise as requested by
the Maharashtra Rajya Tempo lankers Bus Vahatuk Mahasangh
was not agreed to. 4s regards period of payment of
premiua and other terms and conditiong of allotment, the

Authorityeeveeos
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Authority desired that the same should be in keeping with
the BMRDA (Disposal of Land) Regulations, 1977 and also in
line with lease terms stipulated by Government. It was
further desired that fees, charges, taxes, etc. levied \
from time to time by the competent Authorities would have '
to be borne by the allottees.
