3.2 	The Legal Adviser then informed the meeting - that the 

Memorandum of Association and the Rules will have to be 

approved subject to such modifications as may be suggested 
by the Registrar of Societies (The Charity Commissioner, 

Bombay). He suggested that the Metropolitan Commissioner 
may be authorised to consider and accept the modifications 

as suggested by the Registrar. This suggestion was also 

agreed to. 

	

3.3 	The Chairman next suggested that Mahim Nature Park 

be named as Rajiv Nature Park. He stated that Rajiv means 

lotus. It was, however, felt by one of the members that 

since the name Rajiv is closely associated with the India's 

late beloved Prime Minister, Bharat Ratna Rajiv Gandhi, 

permission of the Union Government would be necessary. The 

Chairman thereupon suggested that the Union Government be 
approached in the matter stating that Park is proposed to 
be named as Rajiv Nature Park as explained by him earlier. 
However, if permission for naming the park as above is 

-

noCessarY then the Government may grant permission for 

naming the park as 'Rajiv Gandhi Nature Park'. It was 
decided to implement this suggestion with the permission of 

the State and Union Government. 

The AuthOrity accordingly passed the following 

Resolution : 
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RESOLUTION N0.514 : 

"RESOLVED THAT the Authority hereby approves the 

formation of the Society to be named as "Maharashtra Nature 

Park Society, Bombay" under the Societies Registration 
Act, 1860, under the Bombay Metropolitan Region Development 

Authority. 
"RESOLVED FURTHER THAT the draft Memorandum of 

Association and the Rules enclosed as Annexure 'Y' to the 

item note, be and are hereby approved subject to the 

modification that provisions regarding the EXecutive Committe 

of the Society be deleted and subject further to such 
modifications as may be suggested thereto by the Registrar 

of Societies (The Charity Commissioner, Bombay) Anich the 

Metropolitan Commissioner be authorised to consider and 

accept. 
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be authorised to take further action in this regard in getting 

the Society registered under the Societies Registration 

Act, 1860 and take all actions in this regard which may be 
incidental and deemed necessary. 

"RESOLVED FURTHER THAT the Mahim Nature Park be named 

as 'Rajiv Nature Park' or Rajiv Gandhi Nature Park' as may be 

permitted by the State and the Union Government and the 

iJetropolitan Commissioner be also authorised to approach the 
State and the Union Government in the matter." 

ITEM NO 4 • 	Notification issued by the BMRDA 
under Section 13 of the BMRDA Act, 
1974 requiring prior permission 
for certain types of  develc ments. 

After a prolonged discussion, the Authority agreed with

910, dated 10th October, 1991, with immediate effect. 

"RESOLVED FURTHER THAT the Metropolitan Commissioner 

be and is hereby authorised to publish a suitable Notification 

in the Maharashtra Government Gazette duly authenticated under 

his hand in exercise of the powers conferred by Section 7A (4 
thesgct and take all other necessary steps to implement the 
Resolution." 

ITEM NO. 5,...: Regional Plan for Extended B.M.R. 
(Pen-Alibag) (1981-2001) -

After discussion, the Authority decided that (1) in 

respect of Holiday Homes in the extended B.M.R. (Pen-Alibag) 

the maximum built-up area of plot shall not exceed 20% of 

the plot area (FSI 0.2) instead of 50% of the plot area as 

at present, and (2) the size of the plpt to be used for such 

purpose shall not be less than 1 hectare instead of 

0.4 hectare as at present. The .Authority accordingly passed 
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the following Resolution :

"RESOLVED THAT the Authority hereby recommends to 

Government to modify Development Control Rules of Extended

its final approval."

in principle to enter into Tripartite Agreement in respect of
