Bandra-Kuria Complex are sanctioned by the State Government,

As a sequel to the first Bombay, 
Urban Transport Project (BUTP-I), 
which was completed in 1984, BI D_1 
formulated the project called 
Second Bombay Urban Transport 
Project (BUTP-II) for bringing 
about improvements in traffic and 
transportation situation in BMR. 
BUTP-II is proposed to be taken 
up with financial assistance from 
the World Bank. 

Preliminaries initiated during

The project profile of BUTP-II was 
reformulated by BMRDA in. November, 
1991. The project proposals 
include suburban railway projects, 
road transport projects and water 
transport projects. and other 
miscellaneous provisions.
