He also mentioned that the
igae-Autkority of India Limited (GAIL) had initiated a project
on use:of CNG by taxis and a small study in this regard was
alsonbeihg:undertaken by .IIT, Bombay. Chief Secrétary~
mentioned that.contfolling pollution from public transport
is an important aspect and a study on use of alte;nati#e
fuels for public tran3port.needs_to be carried out. He
further-mentioned,tnat in addition, we should also study the
possibility of using'electrically opernted buses, rationalizing
routes of BEST and other related aspects. Gommissioner,
