Item No.2:  Action taken on the Minutes of the last (IQUT")
Meeting of the Executive Commitice held
on 21" November, 2001.

The action taken report was noted by the Committce.

Item No.3: Placement af balance term deposit of Rs, 150 crores
with Mzaharashtra State Co-operative Cotton Growers’
Marketing Federation 1.td,

The Lxceutive Commitice noted that the Maharashtra State Coup. Cotlon

Growers Marketing Federation Eid. had not paid last three instatiments of Rs 50 crs



each (for November, December, January) and ‘the outstanding interest of
approximalely Rs. 20 crs, bul had inslead requested to release the balance term
deposit of Rs.150 crs. This requirement had arisen on actount of their decision to
pay additional pnce in two instaliments to the Cotton Growers, first from january
2001 onwards and the next [rom May 2001 instead of paying the entire additional
pricc from April 2001, afler obtaining the necessary budget provision from the

Goveminent,

The Managing Director, (MSCCGMF Lid) slated that, funds were required
for arranging the payment for procurement of raw cotton, processing cost, interest on
bonds ctc. lle further stated that, the procurcment of cotlon was coming to an end,
and the payment of advance additional price was to be made in two installinents of
Rs 250/- cach (approx.), t.e. Rs 500/- in addition to the average guaranice price of
Rs. 1600/- per quintal. ie also said that the repayment of MMRDA’s deposit would

be made alter the hiquidation of old stock from Aprit onwards.

The Chaimnan, Executive Committee and the Chief Secretary to the Govt. of
Maharashtra, further inquired as to how the Cotton Federation proposes to refund
MMRDA’s deposit, without any budget provision if the purchase price which is
inclusive of the guarantce price is comparatively more than the sclling price.
Instead, the Federation should request the Government to make budget provision for
arranging the payment to the Cotton Growers. Shri Sukthankar maintained that since
the Cotton FFederation had failed to comply with conditions of deposit, no further

release of fund be considered.

The detailed discussion was held on the i1ssue and it was decided to defer the

item for the time being.



Item No.4: MWaiving of 2% additional interest on Term Deposit
with MSSIDC.

It was pointed out that 2% additional interest was levied with the approval of
the Exceutive Committce with the intention 1o recover  the outstanding deposit
amount from those Public Scetor tndertakings, who did not pay the deposit amount

on duc date.

It was further pointed out that, the investments made with the PSUs were at
the then prevailing interest rates, which were comparatively  higher  than the
present interest rates. I'he PSUs had carlier agreed 1o pay the interest at the mufually
decided rate and also to repay deposit on maturity on their own volition, The Chiel
Scerctary was of the opinion that, afler detaying the refund these PSUs  can not
come with an excuse that they had paid higher rate of interest. If they felt so,
they should have refunded the deposits in time. Since the PSUs have not refunded
the deposits in time, they are bound {o pay 2% additional interest. This is the
normal procedure being followed in the financial institutions and banks, If the
request to waive the additional interest of any PSU is considered, the benefit by way
of naturat justice will hive 1o be passed on 1o the other PSUs irrespective ol period

of delay in refunding the MMRDA deposit.

[t was also submitted that CIDCO was not paying stipulated interest on
term deposits from May, 1998, The Chairman, Execulive Commitiee asked
Principal Sécrctary, Urban Development Depariment  to persuade CIDCO 1o pay

outstanding interest at an carly date.

Considering the above, the Exccutive Commiltee decided in the interest of
maitaming the hnancial discipline nol to consider the request of MSSIDC to waive

the additional interest and decided to recover the same.



Item No. S0 A Study Proposal fur Mumbai Positioning,

The Chief, Planning Diviston, explained the proposal of carrying out the
study of Mumbai Posittoning through the Maharashtra Lconomic Developinent
Council (MEDC). Responding to the proposal, Principal Secretary (1), Urban
Development Departiment observed  that similar work had been carried out by
Confederation of Indian Industry (CH) and Bombay First and that their work should
be reviewed before taking up a new study on the subject. He offered to wnte to CII
to gel information on the work done by them. He further observed that he doubled il
the study conducted by the MEDC would carry encugh credibility with the business
community and opinion leaders. The Metropolitan Cominissioner clarified that the
study was basically intended to help the State Government to decide how to position
Mumbai and adopt an agenda of action in a particular dircction. During the course of
discussion, name of Centre for Monitoring Indian Economy (CMIE) was mentioned
as a possible alternative to the MEDC. It was finally decided that the CMIE should
be asked if they could undertake the study and that after receiving its response and
after collecting information on the work done by the ClI, the proposal should be

brought before the Executive Committee [or decision.

Itcm No. 6 Approval to the tender for the work of
construction of balance roads in the
G - Block of Bandra-Kurla Comptex. (Part-1)

The Cominittee approved the proposal contained in the [tem Note and passed
