The Committee considered the application and 
noted that the pro)sel was for change.of use of premises

the District Central Jo-o -rerative Bank Ltd. in:respect of 

floor area of 217 square metres, at Survey No.419,. 

Babulnath View, 7, Babulnath Road, in 'D' Municipal Ward. 

As per the sanctioned - Development Plan as well as.the 

recently published Revised Draft Development Plan, the 

premises under reference were included in'the 

Residential Zone and were directly fronting on the 

Babulnath Road which is a main traffic artery. The 

premises under reference were purchased by the applicant 

about 2 1/2 years ago and were used for the sale of carpets 

in wholesale, with the permission of the society, on 

payment of additional charges to, thesociety towards 

payment of taxes.
