MUMBAI METRO LINES 2A AND 7 (PHASE 2) DEDICATED TO MUMBAIKARS BY
HON. PRIME MINISTER SHRI. NARENDRA MODI

*NATIONAL COMMON MOBILITY CARD & “Mumbai 1’ Mobile App for Mumbai
Metro LAUNCHED BY HON. PRIME MINISTER*

Mumbai, January 19, 2023:

Hon'ble Prime Minister Shri. Narendra Modi dedicated Mumbai Metro Lines and the
NCMC Card as well as the Mumbai 1 app at Gundavali Metro station. Shri Eknath
Shinde and Deputy Chief Minister Shri. Devendra Fadnavis.

During his journey, the Hon. Prime Minister travels by metro train from Gundavali to
Mogra Metro station and back to Gundavali Metro station. During the trip, he interacted
with students and unorganized sector workers.

Also Hon. Prime Minister visited “ Samarpan “ a photo exhibition based on the journey
of Mumbai Metro Lines 2A and 7 from its foundation to date.

Along with this, MMRDA Commissioner and Managing Director of MMMOCL Shri.
S.V.R. Srinivas, |IAS, Explains Hon. Prime Minister, For the first time, Mumbai will be
having North South & East West lines integrated, thereby facilitating seamless travel in
Mumbai.

It will be for the first time that Mumbai will be having a North, South, East, and West
integrated metro network facilitating seamless travel for Mumbaikars.

The Mumbai Metro App "Mumbai- 1" is loaded with essential information for
passengers, generating a QR code on mobile phones for access at Automatic Fare
Collection (AFC) points located at entry and exit gates.

Integrated Metro Line

Mumbai Metro Line 2A (Dahisar east to Andheri West) and Metro Line 7 (Dahisar East
to Gundvali, i.e. Andheri East) are now fully operational & integrated with Metro line - 1.
The travel time for people traveling from Dahisar or Goregaon to Ghatkopar will now be
significantly reduced as the journey will be completed within minutes.

Platinum-rated stations by IGBC- Green Building initiative



The station on these Metro lines is green-compliant following sustainability guidelines
such as water efficiency, energy efficiency, passenger comfort, multimodal integration of
the Metro System, etc.

Solar energy is used extensively for Internal and external lighting at all Metro stations.
These are energy-efficient LED-type lights, which will provide higher lumens at lesser
power consumption.

Divyang Friendly Stations & Trains having dedicated space for wheelchairs

The stations and rolling stock have been designed keeping in mind the specific
requirements of Divyangs. To ensure a comfortable travel experience for the specially-
abled, stations are equipped with wheelchairs, elevator buttons with braille & tactile tiles
on platforms that serve as a navigation guide for visually impaired people.

Platform Screen Doors

PSD system will ensure Passenger safety as these motorized sliding doors provide
controlled access to metro trains and eliminate the risk of passengers accidentally
falling onto the tracks.

Public Information Display System

A public announcement and information display system has been provided at all
stations for passengers’ convenience.

Public Bicycle sharing

A Feeder service is available at metro stations to ensure first and last-mile connectivity
between Metro Lines 2A and 7.

Other Components at Metro Stations

Automatic Fare Collection, Closed Circuit Television (CCTV), Lifts, sniffer dogs for
security Escalators, Air Conditioning and Ventilation Systems, etc. are there at all
stations in both alignments.

Make-in-India Rolling Stock

Metro trains are made under the Make in India initiative. These train sets for line 2A and
metro line 7 are designed as driverless trains for Unattended Train Operations (UTO).
Each train with a set of 6 cars will have the capacity to ferry 2308 passengers. The
trains have van touch a speed of t90 Kmph, with an operational speed of 80 Kmph and
an average speed of 35 Kmph.



The train body is made of stainless steel and covered with colored graphic films. It has
state-of-the-art propulsion systems with regenerative braking. The trains have an
automatic passenger announcement system for station information, and general and
emergency announcements.

Each car is also equipped with a passenger emergency alarm switch, a digital route
map on each door depicting the route with station information, USB charging slot, and a
dedicated place for bicycle parking.

CBTC Signaling

The latest communication-based train control (CBTC) signaling system has been
provided on these Metro Lines. Based on the Moving Block principle, it enables more
nodes to be created. of trains on the line in a given time, thus increasing the overall
system capacity. The signaling system is integrated with the Rolling Stock and Platform
Screen Door (PSD) and ensures the safety and security of passengers.

MMRDA'’s NCMC Card Launched

The National Common Mobility Card (NCMC) will initially be used on MMRDA-operated
Metro corridors and gradually extended to other modes of mass public transit including
local trains and buses. Customers will not need to carry multiple cards or cash; the
NCMC card will enable quick, contactless digital transactions, simplifying the process
with a seamless experience. Recharges can be done in multiples of Rs.100 up to Rs.
2,000.
