The last metro trains will be available for boarding at terminals ANW (Andheri West) and 

GUN (Gundavali) at 12:20 a.m. As a result, 14 more trips will be added to the existing 

schedule with headway of 15 minutes. The extended total number of trips on weekdays 

will be 267, whereas the trips correspond to 252 and 219 in numbers on Saturday and 

Sunday, respectively. The final arrival time of metro trains at terminals Andheri West on 

Line 2A and Gundavali on Line 7 will be at 01:33 a.m. 

Dr Sanjay Mukherjee, IAS, Metropolitan Commissioner, MMRDA said, "The leadership 

of the Hon'ble Chief Minister of Maharashtra and Chairman of MMRDA provides 

us the necessary guidance and support to ensure comfortable and safe travels to 

the residents of Mumbai.
