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Maha Mumbai Metro Partners with Honda to Launch E:swap Battery Stations at
31 Metro & Monorail Stations Driving Mumbai Towards an EV-Friendly,
Greener Future

Mumbai Among First Indian Cities to Link EV Battery Swapping with Metro &
Monorail Network

Mumbai, 3rd June 2025

As the world prepares to celebrate Environment Day, we are proud to contribute to society
with a transformative step towards sustainable mobility and green public transport. The Maha
Mumbai Metro Operation Corporation Ltd. (MMMOCL) has partnered with Honda Power Pack
Energy India Pvt. Ltd., a subsidiary of Japan’s Honda Motor Co. Ltd., to install E:swap battery
swapping stations across Mumbai’s extensive metro and monorail network.

Under this green initiative, 25 Metro stations and 6 Monorail stations will be equipped with
Honda’s advanced battery swapping technology, making Mumbai one of the first metropolitan
cities in India to integrate EV battery infrastructure with its mass transit ecosystem.

This collaboration is the first major rollout under MMMOCL'’s Electric Vehicle (EV) Policy, which
promotes clean energy solutions and smart last-mile connectivity. The policy was approved
under the chairmanship of Dr. Sanjay Mukherjee, IAS, Commissioner of MMRDA and Chairman
of Maha Mumbai Metro, in the 29th Board Meeting of MMMOCL. Honda has committed to
deploying its E:swap system, which allows electric two- and three-wheeler users to exchange
their depleted Honda Mobile Power Pack e: battery for a fully charged one in under two
minutes.

E:swap Battery Swapping Stations Will Be Installed at the Following Locations:
1) Metro Line 7 (Red Line):

Gundavali, Mogra, Jogeshwari East, Goregaon East, Aarey, Dindoshi, Kurar, Akurli, Poisar,
Devipada, Rashtriya Udyan

2) Metro Line 2A (Yellow Line):



Dahisar East, Anand Nagar, Kandarpada, Eksar, Borivali West, Shimpoli, Kandivali West,
Dahanukarwadi, Malad West, Lower Malad, Bangur Nagar, Oshiwara, Lower Oshiwara, Andheri
West

3) Monorail Stations:
Sant Gadge Maharaj Chowk, Mint Colony, Naigaon, Wadala, Fertilizer Township, Chembur

All installations will adhere to strict safety, technical, and environmental standards, ensuring
smooth access and high usability for daily EV users, including delivery agents and fleet
operators.

The Honda E:swap initiative is not only environmentally sustainable but also economically
beneficial —offering MMMOCL an estimated non-fare box revenue (NFBR) of 30 lakh, thereby
contributing to financial self-reliance while promoting green mobility.

Hon’ble Chief Minister of Maharashtra, Shri Devendra Fadnavis, said,

What is Honda E:swap?

Honda’s E:swap is a next-generation battery swapping platform for electric two and three
wheelers, allowing users to replace a depleted battery with a fully charged Honda Mobile
Power Pack e: in under two minutes. This system solves key issues like long charging times and
range anxiety making EV adoption practical for delivery personnel, daily commuters, and fleet
operators in Mumbai’s dense urban environment.

Under the EV Policy, various private players can participate in this environment-friendly
initiative to install such battery swapping centres along Metro Lines 2A and 7.
